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The intention of the Awwab
 
[Better in reword than the long riding,
it is the intention of the Awwab and his willingness] 46/11

If we go back to the verse previous to this one, which is:
[Except cordiality, we never asked our beloved 
as cordiality is a sublimity and rationality] 46/10

The Awwab is the one who is always returning to Allah's side. So the sheikh never asked us except one asking, that is why he used the words 'except cordiality' before the words 'asked our beloved' to indicate the limitation and restriction, i.e. I never ask the beloved for anything other than that. And the beloved is the one we love, we the people of the house hold [the family], and he loves us back. And what I asked is the cordiality, because by this cordiality he will win the fellowship, the forgiveness, the goodness, and the thanking from Allah. As in this verse [Say: I ask of you no reward, except cordiality (loving kindness) of kinsfolk. And whoso scores a good deed we add unto its good for him. Lo! Allah is Oft-Forgiving, Most appreciative] al-Shura 42:23.
So the reword of cordiality from Allah is the goodness, the forgiveness, and the thanking. That is why it is more rewording than the long riding, as this is a great reword. The word riding in the Arabic dictionary is the is the travel in the desert searching for food or pasture, for water presence, or turning from water to another or from a country to another. We may say may say this Arabic word, for rider, to everyone looking to travel in Hajj, conquest, or to another city.
When we see this word from a knowledgeable Imam, we know that he means the walk and travel to Allah, i.e. seeking the closeness to Allah. The Imam [AAH] in this meaning as if he is telling us that the cordiality for the priorities is better for what it contains of Allah's giving and content, as the verse stated. So it could be as if he said: O, you, who is seeking Allah, ready to ride for Him and return to His side, and longing for His reword, it is better for you to start with the cordiality. As it is like the intention for the work and the provision for the travel.
[it is the intention of the Awwab and his willingness]
This means that the cordiality is the intention of the Awwab. And any Awwab can not be called so, except if his intention was to repent and return to Allah to get the forgiveness. And cordiality is reworded by the forgiveness and lots more, and it indicates the willingness to accept the guidance. Because whosoever does that, took the initiative and hurried to obey the words of Allah. So if the Awwab is seeking forgiveness, Allah showed us that cordiality is reworded by forgiveness and He increases over that the goodness and the thanking from Him, the Oft-Donating. May Allah make us from the people of cordiality.
[How many time the people of Allah had grants of a donator
and a witnessing for Allah not martyrdom] 46/12

The Lord of all servants, if He gives, do not ask about the reason. As the name "Oft-Donator" is He who gives without reasons. So how many times the people of Allah, who are always busy with His Dhikr, got a grant from His, Almighty, name "Oft-Donator", not because they deserve it, but just as a grant from Allah, Almighty. And as witnessing for Allah, i.e. witnessing of the manifestation of the name Allah, not martyrdom. As the witnessing one is higher in rank than the martyr who died in war. Because he died in the smaller Jihad, but the witnessing one is the one who did the bigger Jihad of himself until he kills it, then Allah endows him with His witnessing, Him, Almighty. May Allah makes us of them and gathers us among their clique.
As if he is saying: No wonder that the reword for the cordiality to the people of the house hold [the family and kinship of the Prophet], is witnessing the Face of Allah, Almighty. And if it is not to be in this worldly life then it is to be won in the hereafter. So how many time the people of Allah have been given this grant by choosing because of this cordiality. 
 [the caravan is a sham, and the army, even with a sting,
has gifts that would never be depleted] 46/13
But he [AAH] says to us that the choosing is there, but you need to be with the guaranteed, which is the work and striving. Do not relay on the luck, as taking the spoils without Jihad is a sham on you. Look at the words of Allah [And when Allah promised you one of the two parties, that it should be yours, and you wished that the one without sting should be yours, but Allah desired to establish the truth by His words and to cut off the root of the disbelievers ¤ That He may prove the truth and annuls the falsehood, however much the guilty might dislike] al-Anfal 8:7-8.
Ibn Ageeba [AAH] says: the meaning of this verse is: You want to get money without meeting any hateful thing, and Allah wants to raise the religion, manifest the truth, and what you would gain of both the worldly life and the hereafter. He only did what has done of driving you to the fight [That He may prove the truth and annuls the falsehood], i.e. to grant victory to religion and annuls the falsehood. 
In the signs of this verse he said: Allah promised those, who are going in His direction, to reach the secret of privacy, which is the sainthood. But after striving and fighting their own selves. Because the Hadra is not attained except by the people of refinement and training. You would see many people who wish to have it without war or fight. But Allah wants to prove the truth by revealing the veils off the hearts so that they may not witness except the truth. And He wants to annul the falsehood which is the otherness and normally it does not happen until the selves die and gets refined and purified by exercise on the hands of a knowledgeable sheikh.
And we thank Allah for the grace of the sheikh, may He makes last for now and always.
After that he directs our attention to the cause of the victory and spoils, so he says:
[the companions gave in to the judgment of their sovereign
so they won and got the grants and the help] 46/14

As when the companions obeyed their sovereign, who is the honorable Messenger [PPBUH], there were the spoils and the victory. And the story is known about the people of Badr until the honorable Messenger said about them (Allah may have showed to me the people of Badr, and said: Do what you wish, as Allah has forgiven you). So the ear of the Prophet in each era has to be obeyed, and so is the one about whom the Prophet said (Allah sends to this nation on the head of each hundred years, one who revives its religion for it). This one also needs to be obeyed. Whosoever obeys him will be reworded by Allah with victory, spoils, grants, and help. May Allah gives us their love and their obedience, Amen.
We let you in the safe keeping of Allah until the next issue. Peace, mercy and blessing be upon you.

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Mother of believers
Juwairyah bent al-Harith [AAH]
 
The Growth of Juwairyah  the mother of believers [AAH]:
She is Barrah the daughter of al-Harith ibn Abi Derar ibn Habib ibn 'A'iz ibn Malik from Khuzaa, her father was a master and leader of Bani al-Mustaleq. Barrah lived in her father's house as an honored and respected one with luxury and wealth in a highborn house of noble origin. Barrah, in her newness age, got married to Musafe' ibn Safwan, one of Khuzaa's men, while she did not pass twenty of her age.
Beginnings of the light:
Ibn Kather mentioned that Bani al-Mustaleq was the biggest branch of Khuzaa tribe. It was ally to abo-Sufian ibn Harb against the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. It had a great effect on the tribes around it. At-Tabari mentioned: The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] was informed that Bani al-Mustaleq are gathering against him [PPBUH] and their leader was al-Harith ibn Derar, the father of Juwairyah bent al-Harith. When the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] heard about their gathering, He [PPBUH] went out to them and he met them at some water place of them, called "al-Muraysaa", from the side of Qudaid to the coast. Then people marched on and fought hardly. The Prophet [PPBUH] defeated Bani al-Mustalaq and many were killed. The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] took their sons, women and money as spoils of war, and Allah bestowed that upon him. Musafe' ibn Safwan, the husband of Sayyda Juwairyah, was one of those who were killed by the Muslims' swords. Sayyda Juwairyah bent al-Harith [AAH] was one of the women who got captured and was in the share of Thabit ibn Qays ibn Shammas al-Ansari [AAH], then she made a written deal with him [for releasing her] that she would pay for him an amount of money in exchange for setting her free, as she was longing for the freedom.
The Marriage of Juwairyah  to the Messenger [PPBUH]: 
The destiny of sayyda Juwairyah was to go to the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. When sayyda Aisha saw her she described her as "She was a beautiful and pleasant one". She also said "By Allah, when I saw her at the door of my room, I became bothered with her and I knew that He [PPBUH] will see of her what I did". Juwairyah came to the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] and said "I am Juwairyah bent al-Harith ibn Abo-Derar, the master of his people. It has befallen unto me what you know. Then I became in the share of Thabit ibn Qays and he contracted me to set me free for nine silvers. So, help me to be set free". Because of the fact that Bani al-Mustaleq were of the most dignified houses and honorable ancestry of the Arab, and because of the wisdom of the Prophet [PPBUH], he said to Juwairyah (would you like a better offer?) she said: "and what is it O, Messenger of Allah?" He [PPBUH] said (I will pay your written deal and marry you?). She was, a while ago, yearning for inhaling the fragrance of freedom; but she found what is greatest than that. Juwairyah  rejoiced so much and her face shined when she heard what the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said. She will be honorable by him [PPBUH] after the loss and disgrace, so she answered him without any hesitation or stutter "Yes, O, Messenger of Allah". Then the Prophet [PPBUH] married her and gave her 400 Dirhams as a dowry.
Ibn Ishaq said: Mohamed ibn Ga'far ibn az-Zubair narrated to me from his uncle Urwa ibn az-Zubair from his Aunt Aisha, that she said "when the Prophet [PPBUH] divided the captives of Bani al-Mustaleq, Juwairyah was in the share of Harith ibn Abo-Qays ibn Shammas or a cousin of her, then she made a written deal with him on herself. The daughter of the people's master always has dignity and honor. So, she made a deal with him to give him some money in exchange for her freedom. Of course the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] was having the ability to set her free without any ransom by being the guarantor. But what did He [PPBUH] do? He said (Or better than that, would you like something better than that?) She said "What?" He said [PPBUH] (I will pay for you your written deal and marry you). She said "Yes". So he [PPBUH] did.
Abo-Omar al-Qurtubi said in "The Understanding": her name was Barrah, and then the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] changed her name and named her Juwairyah. After that Juwairyah [AAH] became a mother of the believers and a wife for the Master of the formers and last ones [PPBUH].
Ibn Abbas [AAH] said: her name was Barrah, then the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] changed her name to Juwairyah, and he hated to be said: that he went out from "Barrah". Narrated by Muslim. 
Ibn Hesham said: when The Prophet [PPBUH] left from the conquest of Bani al-Mustaleq with Juwairyah, while, in the same army, he [PPBUH] gave her to a man from Ansar and told him to take care of her because she was the daughter of her people's master. That was before divining the spoils. Then the Prophet [PPBUH] came to Medina and her father al-Harith ibn Abo-Derar came with a ransom for his daughter. Her father was the master of his people, so he brought some of his camels to ransom his people. When he reached al-Aqiq, he looked at the camels he brought to ransom his daughter, then he desired two of the camels. So he hid them away in a mountain pass of Al-Aqiq. Then he came to the Prophet [PPBUH] and said "O, Messenger of Allah, you took my daughter as a captive and here is her ransom". Then the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (where are the two camels that you hid away in al-Aqiq at the mountain pass of so-and-so?). al-Harith said "I testify that there is no God but Allah and You are the Messenger of Allah. No one knew of that except Allah". Al-Harith embraced Islam and so did two of his sons and others of his people; he sent for the two camels and brought them.
The blessings of Juwairyah  [AAH]:
The news spread to the Muslims, so they sent what they had of captives and said glorifying: they are the in-laws of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. The blessing of Juwairyah for her people was one of the greatest blessings. Sayyda Aisha said about her [AAT] "a hundred house from Bani al-Mustaleq had someone who was let freed because of her marriage to him [PPBUH]. So I never knew any woman with a greater blessing than her".
Her attributes and most important features [AAH]:
Sayyda Juwairyah [AAH] was one of the most beautiful women, she also was characterized with: the judicious mind and the apposite, apt and sedate opinion. She also had honorable good morals, eloquence and knowledge of speech situations. She also was famous for her clear heart and pure inner self. In addition to that, she was conscious, pious, pure, ascetic and had Fiqh with a shining soul, and luminous heart and mind. 
Sayyda Juwairyah [AAH] started to follow the mothers of believers' examples in praying, worshiping and quoting from the Messenger [PPBUH] and his praised benign morals and attributes, until she became an example in the virtue and morality. The mother of believers Juwairyah was one of the ascetic, intimately praying, praising and patient worshipers. She used to persist in: praising Allah, the Most High and the Omnipotent, glorifying Him and doing Allah's Dhikr.
The narrator of Hadith [AAH]:
Ibn Abbas, Ubaid ibn as-Sabbaq, Kuraib Mawla ibn Abbas, Mugahed, Abo-Ayoub Yahya ibn Malik al-Azdy and Gaber ibn Abdullah narrated from her. Her Musnad [her narrations of Hadith] in the book of Baqy ibn Mukhlad has seven Hadith, four of them in the six books of Hadith, al-Bukhari has one Hadith of hers, and Muslem has two Hadith. Her narrations included Hadith about fasting: that Friday should not be specialized with fasting. Another Hadith was about prayers and the virtue of praising Allah. Another was about almsgiving; that a present is permitted for the Prophet [PPBUH] even if the presenter has owned it from alms. She also narrated Hadith about liberation. And thus, with seven honorable Hadith, the mother of believers Juwairyah bent al-Harith [AAH] perpetuated her name in the world of narrations to add to her honor, besides the honor of her accompanying to the Prophet [PPBUH] and her motherhood for the Muslims, her informing of Sunna of the Prophet [PPBUH] to the nation, as much as she could.
One the Hadith of Imam al-Bukhary [AAH] narrated from Qutadah from Ayyub from Juwairyah bent al-Harith [AAH] that the Prophet [PPBUH] entered to her on a Friday, once, while she was fasting. He [PPBUH] said to her (Did you fast yesterday?) she said "No". He said [PPBUH] (do you want to fast tomorrow?) she said "No". So He [PPBUH] said (So break your fast) and this indicates the hatred of specifying Friday with fasting and even forbidding that.
Sayyda Juwairyah [AAH] was known with her great fasting, Dhikr and praising Allah, Almighty. Ibn Abbas narrated from Juwairyah bent al-Harith that she said "Once, the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] came to me in the early morning while I was praising and doing Dhikr of Allah. Then He went out for some need. When he returned around noon, he said (are you still sitting for that) I said "Yes". Then He [PPBUH] said (Do I teach you some words if it was balanced with what you did, it would weigh it, and if compared with it, it would equal it. "Subhan Allah with the number of His creation" three times, "Subhan Allah with the weight of His Throne" three times, "Subhan Allah with the content of Himself" three times, "Subhan Allah with ink of His Words" three times) narrated by imam Ahmed in his Musnad.
Her passing away to Allah:
Sayyda Juwairyah lived after the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] well pleased and well pleasing. Her life was lasted till the caliphate of the companion Mu'awyah ibn Suffian [AAH]. She passed away on the Hijri month of Rabie al-Awwal of the fiftieth year from the Honorable Prophetic Hijra, when she was sixty five years old. Marawan ibn al-Hakam escorted her funeral to al-Baqie and preyed upon her.
May Allah please and accept her and make the highest paradise as her shelter. May Allah resurrect us with her where the highest highness with the Prophets, the saints, the martyrs, the righteous ones and what a great company are those.

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Sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] 3
 
The waiter and some of the king's ministers went to meet sayydi Yusuf [PBUH], when the waiter came to sayydi Yusuf [PBUH], he kissed his head and apologized to him for forgetting him [PBUH] all that period and for he remembering him just that day. He came with some of the king's ministers to get an interpretation for the king's dream and narrated it to him [Yusuf, O truthful one! Interpret for us: seven fat cows that are eaten by seven skinny ones, and seven green ears and other dry ones, that I mya go back to the people so that they may know] Yusuf 12:41. Then Sayydi Yusuf replied to them [PBUH] [He said: you sow for seven years with persistence and what you will harvest, leave it in its ears except a little of what you will use for eating] Yusuf 12:47. Sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] told them that the interpretation of the cow is "a year", and if he stopped at this and did not complete, he would not be blamed for it, as they asked to know what the interpretation of the cows is. However he completed explaining the vision to show them and us the extent of his great knowledge. He said: the first seven years will come successively and will not be separated, in these years: the grace will prevail in, the agriculture will be great and the water will increase, not only that, but he [PBUH] also guided them to the solution, saying to them: sow the wheat, then leave it in its ears and store it for the seven skinny years that will come later which was mentioned in the Qur'an [then, after that, seven harsh years will devour what you have prepared for them except a few of what you have stored] Yusuf 12:48.
To her, the interpretation of the vision ended, as they asked for interpretation of the vision about fourteen cows and fourteen ears. Sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] continued interpreting to them so that they would know that they were not talking to a priest or an ordinary interpreter, like the interpreters we find in our era, but they spoke to someone who knows the unknown that they know nothing about. He [PBUH] said [then, after that, will come a year when the people will be succored with rain, and they will squeeze] Yusuf 12: 49. When the people heard that speech, they went to the king and told him about what sayydi Yusuf said [PBUH] as an interpretation of the vision which the king had seen. So, the king ordered them to bring sayydi Yusuf [PBUH]. When they went to the prison and told sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] the order of the king, he refused to go out of the prison and said "I will not go out until my innocence is proved and shown among the people" and said to the king's envoy [Go back to your lord and ask him: what about the women who had cut their hands?] Yusuf 12:50. The envoy returned to the king and told him about what happened between him and sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] and what he said. So, the king ordered to bring woman of Aziz Misr and the women who had cut their hands before, he asked them and they answered [Allah forbid! We never knew anything bad about him] Yusuf 12:51. The woman of Aziz Misr said [Now, the truth is shown, I seduced him for himself and he is of the truthful ones] Yusuf 12:51. When the innocence and truthfulness of sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] appeared, he said [Bring him to me, so that I attach him to myself] Yusuf 12:54.
When the king's envoy came to sayydi Yusuf [PBUH], he went out with him and prayed for the people of prison, and wrote on its door "This is the grave of the live ones, house of sorrows, test of the friends and schadenfreude of the enemies". Then he went to the king who came to receive him when he saw him, and welcomed him well. He seated sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] beside him and they talked to each other about his states before and during the prison. When the king noticed in sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] his preponderated mind and great knowledge, he asked him for an advice regarding to this vision and what are the necessary arrangements to survive from this catastrophe. Sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] said to him [Appoint me on the treasuries of the land] Yusuf 12:55. So, the king appointed him, made his treasuries under his control, entrusted the judiciary to him and gave him permission to rule. Then his ruling became forceful. He ordered the people not to sow, anything along the first seven years, except the wheat. He ordered them to dig a big hole for storing the wheat after its harvest. Some people said that he ordered to build domes or buildings like the pyramid for storing in it. The important thing is that he ordered the storing of the wheat while still in its ears and stalks, as the mite do not enter the wheat as long as it is in its ears, for 8 years approximately. Glory be to Allah! The flour can only be left for 7 to 10 days then it becomes invalid and if we store the wheat without ears, it stays valid for 8 to 9 months only, however if  it is in its ears, it stays valid for using for 7 to 8 years approximately. Thus, sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] taught the predecessor and successor how to store the wheat!
Sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] said to the king "when the rainless years come, you feel a strong hunger and this is the sign of beginning of the first year of these seven rainless years". The king went to sleep, once, during the night, he woke up and asked for food, so they brought him food. He ate till his stomach was filled. It was not too long until he felt a great hunger again, he knew, then, that the rainless years have begun.
The Nile water decreased till it became dry and the earth fissured. The people hardly suffered. They went to sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] and bought from him the wheat, firstly, for money, till their houses were empty of money. Then they bought it in exchange for what they own like jewelry and jewels, then in exchange for their houses and properties. When they did not find anything to purchase the wheat with, they sold their sons to sayydi Yusuf [PBUH], then they sold themselves to him to eat. Thus, sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] bought Egypt with all what in it and all who is in it! 
So what happened after that…?

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Imam at-Tirmizi [AAH]
 
He is Isa Abo ad-Dahhak as-Selmi al-Bawghi at-Tirmizi, the blind. He was born in 209H, in the village of Bough or in city of Turmuz, it has been reported from at-Tirmizi that he said "My grandfather was Marwizi in the days of Laith ibn Sayyar then moved from him to Turmuz". May be his ascribing to city of Bough is because of his residence in that village until he passed away. Bough is one of the villages of Turmuz, which is a famous city on the side of Balkh river, which is called Gaihoon. 
His Sheikhs:
At-Tirmizi has witnessed many old sheikhs and listened to them, his age was the great scientific awaking era in knowledge of Hadith. Imam Mohamed ibn Idris ash-Shafei'y, the great supporter of Hadith, was the one who had the great share in giving life back and development of Hadith science. Imam as-Shafei'y [AAH] taught all people in general and the people of Iraq then Egypt specially, the meaning of using Sunna as an argument and the meaning of working with it and with Qur'an. He set down principles for that and edited it. He also demonstrated to his rivals the necessity of using Hadith and he overwhelmed them. That is why, the Imams of the six books excelled right next to ash-Shafei'y era, although they did not witness or hear him directly. As they witnessed his companions, contemporaries, rivals and greatest students. These were: Imam al-Bukhary [194- 279H], Imam Muslim [204- 279H], Abo-Dawoud [202-275H], imam an-Nasa'y [215-303H] and ibn Magah [209-273H]. They [AAT] have narrated from many sheikhs, but they were common in those nine: Mohamed ibn Bash-shar: Bendar, Mohamed ibn al-Muthana Abo-Moses, Zeyad ibn Yahya al-Husaini, Abbas ibn Abdel-Azym al-Anbari, Abo-sa'id ibn al-Ashagg: Abdullah ibn sa'id al-Kindi, Abo-Hafs Amro ibn Ali al-Fallas, Ya'qub ibn Ibrahim ad-Dawrqi, Mohamed ibn Mu'ammar al-Qaisi al-Bahrani and Nasr ibn Ali al-Gahdami.
Imam at-Tirmizi has witnessed older sheikhs than those and listened and narrated from them during their era. like: Abdullah ibn Mo'awyah al-Gamhi, Ali ibn Hajar al-Marouzi, Sewid ibn Nasr ibn Sewid al-Marouzi, Qutaibah ibn Sa'id ath-Thaqafy Abo-Ragaa, Abo-Mos'ab Ahmed ibn Abo-Bakr az-Zuhari al-Madani, Mohamed ibn Abdul-Malik ibn Abo-ash-Shawarib, Ibrahim ibn Abdullah ibn Hatem al-Harawi and Isma'il ibn Mosa al-Fazzary al-Huda. Many of them are from al-Bukhary sheikhs. At-Tirmizi himself is a student and a graduate of al-Bukhary, from whom he took the knowledge of Hadith. And by his hands he learned and practiced, he asked him and benefited from him. He also debated with him, agreed with him, and disagreed with him, as was the custom of those scholars, in following the right wherever they see it, and refusing to imitate. On this context what happened once; when there was a difference about one Hadith, in its narrations. Hafez ad-Darmy was asked about it as well as al-Bukhary, however they did not support any of the narrations. Then al-Bukhary offered one of these narrations in his Sahih. However at-Tirmizi did not follow him, but supported another narration for which he had an evidences … and so on.
Abo-Isa at-Tirmizi traveled through many states and listened to the people of Khurasan, Iraq and Hejaz. We do not think that he entered in Iraq, as if he entered it, he would have listened to the master of Hadith people and their leader Imam Ahmed ibn Hanbal [164- 241H].
His students:
Many people narrated from Abo-Isa at-Tirmizi. Some of them were mentioned in "Ticket of Hafizs" and in "the Discipline" and the most important of them is al-Mahbubi who was the sheikh and man of Hadith if of Marw. Al-Bukhary wanted to testify to his student at-Tirmizi a valuable testimony, so he listed one Hadith of his narration. that was the custom of the great sheikhs when they narrate from someone who is younger than them [AAT].
The sayings of the scholars about him:
Hafez Abo-al-Fadl ibn Taher al-Maqdisi said that Hafiz Abo-Sa'id ibn Mohamed al-Idrisi said " Hafez Mohamed ibn Isa ibn Sawrah at-Tirmizi, the blind, is one of the role model Imams in the knowledge of Hadith. He compiled the books of "the Collector", "the Dates and Ailments" like a great skillful scholar. He was an example for Hafizs". Al-Idrisi narrated from al-Marzawi that he said "I heard Hafez Abo-Isa Mohamed ibn Isa at-Tirmizi saying: I was on my way to Mecca, while I had wrote two parts of one sheikh's Hadith. That sheikh passed by us, and when I asked about him and they told me, I went to him thinking that the two parts I wrote are with me. However I carried out another two other parts thinking it was the two parts of his. When I reached him, I asked him to revise the two parts on him. He answered me to that. Then, I looked at the two parts and found them to be empty 'white'. So I was confused. The sheikh started to read for me from his memory. Then he saw the white empty parts between my hands, and said: Are not you ashamed of me? I said: No. and told him the story and said: I memorize it all. He said: then read it, and I read all what he read on me by heart. He did not believe me and said: you revised it before coming, I said: ask me about anything else. He read on me forty Hadith of his strange Hadith then said: Now you read. I read on him from the beginning to the end exactly as he read and I did not miss a letter. So he said: I never saw any one like you".
As-Samany described him in "The lineages" that he is "the Imam of his era without dispute, the one with the classifications". He also said that "he is one of the Imams who were role models in the knowledge of Hadith". Ibn Khalkan said that too. 
Az-Zahabi in "Ticket of Hafizs", as-Safdi in "the Jokes of Wanderer" and al-Mazey in "the Discipline" reported that ibn Hayyan mentioned at-Tirmizi in "the Trusted Ones" and said "he was one of those who collected, classified, memorized and studied". 
Al-Mazey described him in "the Discipline" as "the keeper, possessor of al-Gamea [the Collector] and other classifications, one of the prominent Hafiz Imams, and from those whom Allah benefited the Muslim with". 
Az-Zahabi said in "the Balance" that "the Hafez, the pen, and possessor of the collector, is an expert and an agreed upon one. And it was not to be considered the saying of ibn Hazm about him, that he did not know or recognize the existence of the collector and the ailments". 
Hafez ibn Hagar said in "the Discipline of the Discipline" that "as to Abo-Mohamed ibn Hazm: he called out to himself as being unaware. As how can he miss the knowledge of Abo-Isa Mohamed ibn Isa". 
The scholar Tash Kubra Zadah said in "the Key of Happiness" that "he was one of the great famous Hafiz knowledgeable scholars, and he made a great Fiqh contribution. He took knowledge of Hadith from a group of the Imams and he met the first front of the sheikhs". 
Ibn al-Imad al-Hanbali said in "The Particles of Gold" that "he was a prominent among his equals and a miracle in memorizing and skillfulness". Al-Hakem Abo-Ahmed reported from one of his sheikhs that "Mohamed ibn Ismail al-Bukhary passed away and was not succeeded, in Khurasan, any one like Abo-Isa in the knowledge, Hafiz, piety and asceticism. He wept until he became blind and stayed so for years".
Aboel-Fadl al-Bailamani said that he heard that Nasr ibn Isa at-Tirmizi said "Mohamad ibn Isma'il [al-Bukhari] said to me: I did not benefit from you more than you benefitted of me". This is a great testimony of his sheikh, the Imam of Muslims and prince of believers in the knowledge of Hadith in his era".
Hafez Yusuf ibn Ahmed al-Bughdadi narrated that "Abo Isa at-Tirmizi became blind at the end of his age". Ibn al-Athir said "He was a Hafiz Imam and had good classifications like: the big Collector which is his best books". 
What was said about his book the Collector: 
In "Driving the doubts away from Sahih al-Gamea of at-Tirmizi" it was said "it is the third of the six books in Hadith, it was famously ascribed to his compiler that it is said "the Collector of at-Tirmizi" also said "Sunan at-Tirmizi", however the first saying is more common". 
Hafiz Aboel-Fadl al-Maqdisi said "I heard Imam Abo-Ismail Abdullah ibn Mohamed al-Ansari, in Hara'ah, while Abo-Isa at-Tirmizi and his book were mentioned in his presence. He said: his book, to me, is more beneficial than the books of al-Bukhary and Muslim. As the books of al-Bukhary and Muslim are not very useful except for the scholar who is deeply studying. However the book of Abo-Isa, everyone can get its benefits". 
It was narrated from at-Tumuzi that he said about his book "I compiled my book, then I showed it to the knowledgeable scholars of Hejaz, Iraq and Khurasan and they accepted it, and the one who has this book in his house, as if there is a prophet, speaking in his house". 
The scholar Tash Kubra said about at-Tirmizi's book "and this book Sahih is the best book, the most beneficial, the best arranged, and has the least repetitions. It has what other books have not, of mentioning the doctrines, the ways of deduction and showing the kinds of Hadith: the correct, the good and the strange, also shows what it has weakness and modification. At its end it has the book of the ailments. He gathered in it good benefits which value is not hidden from any one who reads it".
Hafiz al-Maqdisi said "as for Abo-Isa at-Tirmizi, alone, his book is divided to four sections: A Sahih section which is perfectly certain and this is what he consent to with al-Bukhary and Muslim. A section on the condition of three ones other than the last two ones -he meant: Abo Dawud, an-Nasa'y and ibn Magah. Another section for which he showed the ailments, but did not ignore it. And a fourth section which he showed by himself. He said: I did not predicate, in my book, except a Hadith that the Fiqh scholars has used before. This is a wide condition and that is the origin of all Hadith. He did not give any one the chance to blame him, as he cured in his classification and gave enough description about each Hadith as it required. His method [AAH] was so that he narrates in a chapter a famous Hadith from a companion that has a correct narration and was predicated in the Sahih books of Hadith, then he provides in this chapter the same rule by another companion who was not predicated in their books, and its route is not like the first route, but the rule is correct. Then he follows it by his saying: and in this chapter so-and-so. And he mentions a group of companions with that famous companion among them, and more. However he did not follow this method except in a few chapters". 
The judge Abo-Bakr ibn al-Arabi said in his beginning explanation about at-Tirmizi "you should know, may Allah light your hearts, that the book of al-Ga'fi -al-Bukhary- is the second source in this context and al-Mowatta' is the first and the door, and all the others built on them, like: al-Qushairi -Muslim, at-Tirmizi and others after them, but there is no book of them like the book of Abo-Isa at-Tirmizi in its sweet syllable, precious intent, and pleasant legislation. There are fourteen kind of knowledge in it, which made it closer to the practical way and the safest: he made predications, corrected, weakened, numerated the ways, wounded, modified, named, made metaphors, connected, cut, shown the used and the left, and shown the difference of scholars in agreement and disagreement with his works. He also mentioned their disagreement in his interpretation. Every knowledge of those is an origin in its context and unique in its quorum. Its reader will still be in an adorned gardens and a coordinated agreed knowledge, which is something that is prevailed by the abundant knowledge, the great success granted by Allah, and the devotion and arrangement".
His other books:
According to the saying of scholars: the Sahih Collector, Shmaa-il [the Merits], the Ailments, the History, the Asceticism and the Names and Surnames. However, we did not see from them e xcept his two books [the Sahih Collector and the Merits]. All of these books are among what were lost of other precious books, while there are, other books of his that we did not even knew about.
His death:
He passed away in his village Bough, most probably, in 279H. When he was 70 years old on the third of Ragab, he went to Khurasan and stayed there for long time, until he passed away in his village Bough and thus was his ascribing to its closest city, which was Turmuz.

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Sunna of Glorifying the Prophet [PPBUH]
 
The glorification of the esteem of the Prophet [PPBUH] is a case that was made a thorny one by some people without any necessity. They fabricated and invented questions to prove what they alleged. Some say: is glorification possible for someone other than Allah?!! The answer is, simply: Yes, rather it is a certain Sunna confirmed by Hadith and Qur'an. 
So let's study that with a condition that you can be rational, seeking knowledge, impartial and fair. If you are like that, you would ask us, how is that? We would say, seeking the success granted by Allah, that if this glorification was according to Allah's command, just as the Almighty commanded the angels to prostrate to someone other than Him, so they prostrated to Adam [PBUH]. Not only that, but He also expelled whoever contradicted with this command!! We also say: a rational one who seeks useful knowledge should understand the language of the Arabs and their speech, as glorifying Allah, Almighty, is as deity and no one but Him is so… on the other hand, glorifying anyone other than Him is as His being a slave [a servant] with all the real and right meaning of this word… not everyone can be a real slave of Allah, not just a figure of speech… in this word [Slave], there is praising that is not hidden from any rational knowledgeable skilful one. It is the highest word Allah, Almighty, praised His Prophet [PPBUH] with. So no one from the creation or worshipers is close to him [PPBUH] in this rank. This word in Sura "al-Isra" accompanied with the greatest description for the Prophet [PPBUH], as Allah, Almighty, says [Glory be to Him Who did take His servant for a journey by night from the Sacred Masjid to the al-Aqsa Masjid whereof We have blessed the neighborhood, so that We may show him some of Our signs; surely He is the All Hearing, the All Seeing] al-Isra' 17:1. The one who reads Quran with reflection, he will notice verses that are not hidden to the rational ones, in which there is direct order that makes it a must, to glorify the Prophet al-Mustafa [PPBUH] without any dispute… one of these verses is:
The verse of al-Fath: our Lord, Almighty, says [Indeed We have sent you as a witness and a bearer of good tidings and a warner ¤ that you may believe in Allah and His Messenger, and that you may support him, revere him, and glorify Him at early dawn and evening] al-Fath 48:8-9. Alqurtubi [AAH] said: [support him] is; glorifying and exalting him. Al-Hasan and al-Kalbi said that Honoring is: the glorification and veneration. Ibn Kathir said: [In order to believe in Allah and his Messenger, to support him] ibn Abbas and others said: it is glorifying him and [to revere Him] from the venerating which is respecting, exalting and extolling him, [and to glorify Him] that is; glorify Allah [Dhikr and praising the name of Allah] [early dawn and evening] that is; in the morning and afternoon… and this is like a verbal unanimity of the people of interpretation. Even with those who said that the pronouns in the three words [to support him, to revere him and to glorify Him] relate to "Allah", like the author of the liberation and luminous, said: And the three pronouns relate to His Majesty’s name, as singling out the pronouns with mentioning two names before it, indicates to that the intended is one of them. However joining [and His Messenger] to the word of His Majesty is a significance that the belief in the Messenger [PPBUH] is a belief in Allah, so the intended is the belief in Allah. For that, ibn Abbas [AAH] said in some narrations that the pronoun in [support him and revere him] refers to His Messenger [PPBUH].
I say: the most beautiful saying, regarding the reference of the pronoun in [to honor him and revere him] to the Prophet [PPBUH] is what al-Ashmoni, author of "light Stand of Guidance in the stopping and beginning", when he indicated to the reading stop at the word of [revere him] and said: Abo-Hatem as-Segestani stopped in reading on [and A warner] and [revere him] to show the difference between what is attributed to Allah and what is attributed to the Prophet [PPBUH]. He marked it with "a complete stop" and said: for the honoring and revering is to the Prophet [PPBUH] and the glorification [Dhikr and praising His name] only for Allah Almighty and the pronoun "him" in [to revere him] refers to the Prophet [PPBUH]. So the speech is undivided and connected, but the metaphor is different as you see. And who wants to read and know more about this, can read the article of "those who pledged allegiance to you".
The verse [Treat not the calling of the Messenger among you like the calling of one of you to another. Allah does know those of you who steal away covertly. So let those who go against His command beware lest a trial afflict them or a grievous punishment overtake them] an-Nour 33:63. Ibn Kathir said: ad-Dahhak said: it was narrated from ibn Abbas: they were saying: O, Muhammad, O, Aboel-Qasim, so Allah, Almighty, forbade them from that as a way of showing respect to His Prophet [PPBUH], He said: you say: O, Messenger of Allah, or O, Prophet of Allah. Also Mugahed and Sa'id ibn Gubair said that. 
Qatadah said: Allah commanded to respect and fear His Prophet [PPBUH], and to exalt, glorify, and make as a master". Ibn Kathir continued: Imam ibn al-Gazri, author of "the utmost of the end in the Readers' levels", said about Qatadah: he is Qatadah ibn Du'ama Abo-al-Khattab as-Sedousi al-Basri, the blind, the interpreter, one of the Imams in Qur'an's letters. He mentioned the reading from Abo-al-Aleyah and Anas ibn Malik, and heard from Anas ibn Malik, Abo-at-Tufail, sa'id ibn al-Musaiab and others. Aban ibn Yazid al-Attar narrated from him [Qutadah], also Abo-Ayyob, Su'bah, and Abo-Awanah and others narrated from him. He was an example with his memorizing, he passed away in 117H. Imam Ahmed ibn Hanbal [AAH] said about him: Qutadah is the most knowledgeable in the interpretation and the scholars' difference, he described him in his Fiqh and memorizing and expatiated about him, saying "seldom we find who exceeds him. once, I read on him the sheet of Gaber, so he memorized it. 
So we say that his words in interpreting the mentioned verse are worthy to be written with the gold water and be engraved in the hearts of the people of love and good manners.
And this is so as what was shown from Qur'an, but it is a certain Sunna from the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] especially that the Hadith, of the Bringer of good tiding, the Warner, the Luminous Light, are assisting in pushing us rightly to the necessity of glorifying, revering, and being polite with Him [PPBUH]. That is nothing but a high wisdom and pleasant precept that Allah, Almighty, and His Messenger [PPBUH] intended: which it is the good manners with Him [PPBUH], revering, honoring, glorifying and exalting Him are matters that Allah love so do His Honorable angels. So no wonder if He, Almighty, guides us to that in order for us to benefit from it, and so that it all becomes one of the most certain Sunna. What do you think about who is used to do these merits and becomes addicted to it then his manners would be affected by it, how would not he be from the people of closeness to the Majesty of the Creator the Almighty? 
From what Gaber ibn Abdullah narrated from the Prophet [PPBUH], he said: the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] ascended on the platform then thanked Allah and praised Him Almighty and said: (Who am I?) we said: "The Messenger of Allah", He [PPBUH] said: (Yes, but who am I?) we said: "You are Muhammad ibn Abdullah ibn Abdul-Muttaleb ibn Hashem ibn Abd-Manaf". He [PPBUH] said: (I am the Master of Adam's sons with no pride). Al-Hakem in "al-Mustadrak" said: this is Hadith with a correct Isnad.
We say that it is as if He [PPBUH] dedicated this blessed ascending on His platform, that He [PPBUH] did not do except for something great and important, to turn the attention of nation to this fact, to say with his chaste disinfected tongue that he is the master of Adam's sons, with no pride, but as a fact, truth, and a real matter and position He [PPBUH] deserved. Rather he corrected on whom defined Him [PPBUH] with His description and name that they did not find and touch the purpose and did not answer the question of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], as the Messenger of Allah taught us and them that His being the Messenger of Allah and His being Muhammad ibn Abdullah must be bound, obligated, correlated and interrelated with our firm belief that He is the Master of Adam's sons without pride. So, the case of making Him our Master, glorifying Him, exalting Him and revering Him [PPBUH] became a necessity on which the acceptance of Al-Mawla, the Almighty, is built. As the true right saying of Allah [If you two repent unto Allah, for your hearts have been inclined, and if aid one another against Him then Allah is His Patron, so Gabriel, the righteous believers and angels will be after that the helpers] at-Tahrim: 4. So what do you think of whom Allah is His patron and helper, so Gabriel, the righteous believers and the honorable angels. Indeed, What A best ultimate Mawla and what A best Helper and supporter!...

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Az-Zubair ibn al-Awwam [AAH]
The Disciple of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]
 

The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (for each messenger there is a disciple, and my disciple is az-Zubair). The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] also said (Talha and az-Zubair are my neighbors in paradise). Mohamed ibn Abdel-Rahman ibn Nawfal said "az-Zubair ibn al-Awwam embraced Islam while he was 8 year old, and he immigrated while he was 18 years old. Az-Zubair's uncle used to hang az-Zubair in a straw mat and smoke him with fire saying: Go back to disbelief. But az-Zubair would say: I will never disbelieve".
Amro ibn Musaab said "az-Zubair fought with the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] while he was 12 years old, and he used to attack the enemies". Ali ibn Zaid said "Someone who have seen az-Zubair told me that he had in his chest like eyes from being hit and stapped". There is no mentioning of Talha except with mentioning az-Zubair with him, and vice versa. As when the Messenger [PPBUH] made brothers of the companions in Mecca before Hijra, he made Talha and az-Zubair brothers. The Messenger [PPBUH] used to talk about them together like when he said (Talha and az-Zubair are my neighbors in paradise). Both of them are relatives to the Messenger: Talha is related to the Messenger in Murra ibn Kaab by marriage, and az-Zubair is related to the Messenger through their grandfather Qusay ibn Kullab and also his mother Safiya is the aunt of the Messenger [PPBUH]. Both of them: Talha and az-Zubair were more like each other in acts of life, and they were very similar to each other in growth, wealth, generosity, strong religion, and incredible courage. The both were of the early Muslims and from the ten whom the Messenger gave the good tiding of paradise. They both were from the six councils, to whom Omar relied the choosing of his successor caliph. Even their destiny was perfectly identical, it was even one destiny.
Az-Zubair embraced Islam very early, as he was one of the first seven who hurried out to Islam and participated in its blessed start in al-Arqam house. His age was 15 years at that time. So he was provided the good guidance, the light, and goodness while he was a boy. He was a courageous knight since he was a boy, even the narrators mentioned that the first sword to be drawn in Islam was the sword of az-Zubair. As in the first days of Islam, while Muslims were a few hiding in the house of al-Arqam, one day a rumor was spread: that the Messenger was killed. So az-Zubair draw his sword and carried it and walked in the streets of Mecca, although he was very young. He was like a hurricane, and he went first to make sure and clarify what he heard, intending that if it was true, he would use his sword on all Quraish until he gets them or they get him. Up Mecca, he met the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], the Messenger asked about his conditions. He told him the news. So the Messenger prayed for him with goodness and for his sword with victory.
In spite of the nobleness of az-Zubair, he still got his share of the persecution and torture of Quraish. The one handled his torture was his uncle. He used to wrap him in a straw mat and smoke him with fire until he loses his breath. Then his uncle would call him while he is under this torture "disbelieve in the God of Mohammad and I will stop the torture". Az-Zubair, who was then no more than just a youngster with weak bones, would answer him, in a daring challenge "No, by Allah, I will never go back to disbelieve".
Then az-Zubair immigrates to al-Habasha, the first and the second Hijra. Then he comes back to participate in all the event with the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. He does not lose a conquest or a battle, and what a big number of stapes his body had and kept it after it healed as medals that tell the heroism and glories of az-Zubair. One of the companions saw these medals crowded on his body, so told us about it "I accompanied az-Zubair in some of his travels, and I saw his body. So it was lined with swords, and in his chest there were like eyes from the hits and stapes. I said to him: O, by Allah, I saw on your body what I have never seen on anyone. He said: Lo! Bu Allah no wound of it, unless with the Messenger of Allah and for the sake of Allah". 
In the conquest of Uhod, after the Quraish army turned back towards Mecca. The Messenger entrusted him and Abo-Bakr to follow this army and chase it in order for them to see that Muslims have power, so they do not think of coming back to Medina and resume the fight. Abo-Bakr and az-Zubair led seventy of the Muslims. In spite of the fact that they were chasing a victorious army, yet use good tactics that made Quraish think that they misestimated the Muslims' losses. This chase made them think that this strong front, which Abo-Bakr and az-Zubair made it look the best, is only a front for the army of the Messenger that seemed to be coming after them to make a horrible chase fight. So Quraish hurried up for Mecca. Also in the day of Yarmouk, az-Zubair was an army by himself. As when he saw most of the fighters, whom he was leading, drawing back in front of the mountains of the crawling Romans, he shouted "Allah-u-Akbar" and penetrated these crawling mountains alone, while hitting with his sword. Then turned back among the same horrible line with his glowing in his right hand, does not stumble or flaw.  
He [AAH] was very keen to get martyred, and very fond of dying for the sake of Allah. He used to say "Lo, Talha ibn Ubaid-Allah names his sons after the prophets, while he knew that there is no prophet after Mohammad [PPBUH]. I name my sons after the martyrs, so that they may get martyred". So he named his son: Abdullah ibn az-Zubair, after the martyred companion: Abdullah ibn Gahsh. He named another son: al-Munzir, after the martyr: al-Munzir ibn Amro. He named another son: Urwa, after the martyr: Urwa ibn Amro. He named another son: Hamza, after the great martyr, the uncle of the Messenger [PPBUH], Hamza ibn Abdel-Mottalib. He named another son: Gafar, after the great martyr: Gafar ibn Abo-Talib. He also named a son: Mosaab, after the martyr Mosaab ibn Omair. He also named another son: Khalid, after the martyr companion Khalid ibn Saied, and so on… he kept choosing names for his sons after the martyrs hopping that when their lives end it will end as martyrs.
It was said in his history that he never took the responsibility of an emirate or money collection or anything, except the fighting for the sake of Allah. His merit as a fighter was that he depends on himself, in which, he had full confidence. So even if he was accompanied by a hundred thousand fighters, you would see him fighting alone in the battle, as if fighting and wining was his own responsibility alone. His preference as a fighter was the steadiness, and the firm nerves. He saw the sight of his uncle Hamza on the day of Uhod after the polytheists crowly mutated his body, but he stood highly by it and gnashed his teeth, pressed his sword holder, and was not thinking except in a horrible revenge, which was quickly prevented by the revelation for the Messenger and his companions, not even to think about it.
When the siege on Bani Quraza lasted long with them surrendering, the Messenger [PPBUH] sent az-Zubair with Ali ibn Abo-Talib. So they stood in front of the fortress and said "By Allah we would tast what Hamza tasted, or we would open their fortress". And they threw themselves into the fortress with no body else with them. With very cool nerves they spread the terror in the hearts of the fortified people inside it, and they opened the doors for the Muslims. 
Also in the Day of Hunain az-Zubair saw Malik ibn Awf the leader of Hwzan and also the leader of the polytheist army in that conquest while he was standing among a company of fellows with the rest of his defeated army. So he burst into their crowd alone, disunited them alone, and derived them away from their ambush they were preparing for some of the Muslim leaders who were returning from the battle.
He had a great deal of the love and appreciation of the Messenger [PPBUH]. The Messenger [PPBUH] used to be proud of him and say (for each messenger there is a disciple, and my disciple is az-Zubair ibn al-Awwam). That is because he was not just his cousin, and not just the husband of Asmaa bent Abo-Bakr [the one with the two girdles], but he also was the strong, loyal, courageous, gentle man, generous one, who sold himself and his money to Allah, Almighty. Hassan ibn Thabit descriped him good when he said "He stayed on the covenant of the Prophet and his Guidance to His disciples, and his saying was as good as his doing. He stayed on His method and his way; supporting the supporter of the truth, and the truth is most just. He is the famous knight and the hero who used to fight all around in the day of Mahgal [white-footed battle]. He has a close relation to the Messenger of Allah. He has a firmly established glory of supporting Islam. How many battles he was defending the Prophet with his sword, and Allah is the Giving and the More Bestowing. He was with high morals and great merits".
His courage and his generosity were side by side. As he used to run a profitable and successful trade. So he had great wealth. But he spent it all in Islam until he died indebted. He generosity, courage, and self sacrifice came from his reliance on Allah, even at the time of his death. As he was telling his son Abdullah to pay his debts, so he said "if you could not pay back any of my debts, get the help of my Master". Abdullah said "which master do you mean?" He said "Allah, the best Master and the best Supporter". Abdullah said later on "By Allah, I have never been cornered in a bad situation from his debt, unless I said: O, Master of az-Zubair, pay his debt. And it get paid right away".
In the day of "the Camel", it was the end of az-Zubair and his destiny. As when he saw the truth, he left the fight. Some of those who wanted the fire of the trail to continue followed him, and the disloyal one stabbed him while he was in his prayer in between the hands of his Lord. The killer went joyfully to Imam Ali thinking that he was a carrier of good tiding when he tells him that his enemy, az-Zubair, was killed, and when he gives him his sword that he got after he murdered him. But Imam Ali shouted when he was told that the killer of az-Zubair is waiting by his door. Imam Ali ordered his expelling and said "give the killer of the son of Safiya [the Prophet's aunt] the bad tiding of hell". When they brought the sword of az-Zubair to him, he wept and kissed it and said "by Allah, it is a sword that always took away the anguish from the Messenger of Allah".

I was riding the bus to al-Azhar Street to pray in al-Azhar mosque, and there was an old man sitting next to me whom I did not really know, but we started chatting for the purpose of letting the time pass faster. There was congestion in the streets, and the cars were going so slow. He asked me where I was going. And I told him “I am going to al-Azhar Street”. He said “what a coincidence! Me too, it is my destination too”. I asked him “For what reason?”. He said “To visit and pray”. I asked him “you mean to pray in al-Azhar mosque?” He said “I am going to the mosque of Sayyduna al-Hussein” I asked him in a sarcastic way “I thought that you only say that word when you refer to Allah? Why would you add ‘our master’ before the name of al-Hussein?” and I was laughing to myself. But he said “admitting ignorance is not a shame, but the real shame is when you pretend that you’re knowledgeable when you are not”. His words hit me as if he had slapped me on the face, and I intended to pay him back. So, I looked at him and said “show me what you have got, I am listening”.

He said “the Prophet [PPBUH] said (I am the master of Adam’s sons)” but I interrupted him and said “On the day of Resurrection” He said “Well, there are two different narrations of the Hadith, one said on the day of Resurrection, and the other did not say that. Anyways, I will speak of your version of the Hadith. If mastery was to Allah, Almighty, in the worldly life as you think, is it logical that He Almighty will give it to his Messenger on the Resurrection Day? It is supposed to be the opposite, and to prove it let’s look at the meaning of ownership, we say that ‘he/she owns this house, he/she owns this piece of land, or he/she owns this town…etc. right? On the Resurrection Day, Allah Almighty will command that all people on earth and heavens die, and He will then say [To whom belongs sovereignty today?] and he almighty will answer himself and say [To Allah, the One, the Prevailing] Ghafir 40:16. Am I right?” he repeated “Am I right?” but I could not answer him, I could not find words to argue with him, I did not expect him to bring evidence from Qur'an or Hadith, I thought he would explain philosophical theories that I could debate on, but he made me see my reality and unrevealed my ignorance. He added “did not the Almighty in the Holy book- addressing the prophet Zachariah when he called and asked him to bestow him a good offspring-say [And the angels called to him as he stood praying in the mihrab ‘Allah gives you glad tidings of Yahya, to confirm a word from Allah – a master and chaste and a prophet of the righteous’]  Aal-Imran 3:39. Isn’t this from Qur'an? Didn’t Allah Almighty himself say ‘master’?” I did not answer, there was no need to. He asked me "Do you know the meaning of the word 'master' and for whom it is said?" I thought that this was my chance to prove to him that I was not ignorant. So I carefully chose my words to define it and I finally said “the Master who has high moral qualities with followers and servants whom he is responsible for, and he must be obeyed”. I proudly looked at him and did not expect him to continue with his talk, but I was extremely wrong because of what he said to me afterwards “You looked at the word ‘master’ as if it can’t be used except for describing Allah Almighty, although you defined it as ‘he must be obeyed’ and you surly know that there are so many people who do not obey Allah, would that mean that Allah cannot be their Master? So you basically confirmed that the characteristic of the master only belongs to Allah Almighty and at the same time you denied it” I was shocked of what he said, until he continued “you know that in the Arab countries, prior to the king’s entrance to any place, his servant has to announce his arrival by saying ‘His majesty, the king’ and clearly no one objects or disagree to call him this way, and no one says that they worship him for being the king, right?” I was hardly breathing after I heard what he has just said, and I tried to end this conversation but it was too late because the bus driver and even the passengers have been paying attention to what we were debating on. So I decided to continue until I beat him. So I asked him to continue with his explanation. He said “The word ‘Lord’ refers to the tolerant, the pious, the honored by Allah, the noble, the knowledgeable, and thethe head of everyone in his age; he is the one who we seek for consultation, and he is never a slave of one who is not beaten with his anger. They also said that he is the advanced one and the one who is reference for everyone. They also said that he is advanced from the people of his era, and he masters his people, also he is not a slave for any creature and a slave only to Allah. Now do you see? I said “why do you have to say our Master al-Hussein?” and I noticed that everyone on the bus was eagerly waiting to hear the answer. Even the bus driver asked him to explain. He said “didn’t the Prophet [PPBUH] say (I am the master of Adam’s sons). So, the son of the master becomes a master too, right?” everyone on the bus said “Yes, becomes a master” the man laughed and said “the Prophet [PPBUH] also said (al-Hassan and al-Hussein are the masters of all young men in heaven) so is it logic that you deny their nastery during life and expect them to recognize you in the hereafter!!” I looked through the window then asked him “Why don’t you come to pray at al-Azhar mosque with me” but he said “and why al-Azhar mosque?” I said “because it is not just a mosque, it is also a university that many scientists graduate from” but he interrupted me and asked “I see, but specifically, what about the inside of the mosque?” I said “there are people” he said “all mosques have people inside. I am asking about the essence of the place” I could not really find an answer for his question, so I had to ask him “you tell me what is so special about where you want to pray, its essence I mean” he said “its light” I laughed and said “all mosques have electricity” but he said “I am talking about the light of the heart, the light of guidance, the light of faith, I am talking about the light of our master al-Hussein.” I said “but how? I don’t understand” and he said “why don’t you come pray with me and I will tell you how” I hesitated a bit but finally decided to go with him. 
Right before entering the mosque, we met a man who was wearing a multicolor outfit who stared at me then stared at the man’s face and said “Abbasiya one, Abbasiya one…” as if he was a bus driver calling for passengers to ride on the bus, just like those who do in the bus stations. I was actually surprised by his attitude, but I was more surprised of what the man said to him “nothing comes to us except what comes us”. 
After we prayed, he said “let’s visit and give greetings first then we can talk” so I followed him to the shrine where I found many people kissing its iron bars, others were kissing the ground around it, and those who were asking for blessing to heal the illness. I remained silent until we finished our visit then we sat in a quiet corner in the mosque. He asked me “do you read Qur'an?” I said “I know some of it, and I listen to the Qur'an radio channel, and I also watch some of the religious TV channels” he said “so you are familiar with the verse that says [There has come to you indeed from Allah a Light and a clear Book] al Ma’idah 5:15. And the interpretations said that the light refers to the Prophet [PPBUH] and the book refers to the Qur'an.” I said “Yes, I heard that before, but you are talking about the Prophet [PPBUH] and he is now in Saudi Arabia, and you are saying that there was light in this place, here?” he said “Have you read the Hadith that was written on the door of the mosque before you entered?” I said “Yes, it said (I am from al-Hussein and al-Hussein is from me), what does that mean?” He continued “We agreed that the Prophet [PPBUH] is made of light, so when he [PPBUH] said (I am from al-Hussein) that means that his light is coming from al-Hussein, and he closed his Hadith by saying (and al-Hussein is from me) which means that al-Hussein was created from his light [PPBUH] as well. So, do you now realized what is the essence of this place?” And those were the last words I heard before I lost my conscious and became sadly confused. I kept repeating “Light…yes, light, our master al-Hussein is from the prophet [PPBUH], and the Prophet [PPBUH] was created from light, so our master al-Hussein is created from the same light, yes he was created from light too” while I was leaving the mosque, I met the same weird looking man who was wearing colorful clothes who laughed and said “Abbasiya two, Abbasiya two…” but I did not really pay attention because I was busy thinking about the LIGHT!

Who closes the air windows?
 

I went to my friend while I was in a strange condition that is close to madness. I found him writing something in a paper in front of him. I was curious to know what he was writing. I asked him for a glass of water, so he went to get it. I hurried to see what he was writing, but I only found a title for unwritten yet words. The title took me for a while until he touched my shoulder and said: The water… the water. I came to my senses and noticed the water glass in his hand. I did not apologize for my intrusion, rather I said: What are these words, man? What is this total flip over? After the talk about the religion and the straight path, you write "Me and my Beloved"… and I looked at him as if I was saying: And you pretend to be a sheikh. And I asked him: Who is she? He laughed at me and said: You do not understand a thing.
I said with anger: Ok explain to me. He answered "the word 'I' is not about me, it is about the I-ship" [this is a Sufi word, driven from the word 'I' that talks about a state in the saint levels, which is related to very high saints and prophets]. He continued "as for the word 'my beloved', it is about myself, as nothing is more loved by you than your self, except if…" and I did not let him continue his talk. I interrupted him saying "I will not be able to match you, please explain this to me next time. But now I am coming to you with open windows in my head. Air is passing through these windows, and I want to close it to feel worm. So who can close ot for me?" He answered "O, man, Do you think; I have nothing else to do?" I said "Do it as a favor, and gain the reword from Allah". I held my head and said "My head is stuffed… I will tell you about the windows all together and you answer as you like on any window you choose:"
"The first widow: 
If anyone did the prayers, the fasting, the almsgiving, and the Hajj, I mean performed all Shari'a, the five pillars of Islam, is not that enough? Is not that the whole religion?
The second window: 
The issue of visiting the shrines [Maqam], as you say, and what the people do inside there of supplication and asking for help, is not that polytheism? Did not the Prophet [PPBUH] said (If you ask for something, then ask Allah. And if you ask for help, then ask Allah)… beside the issue of saying "Shy-lel-lah" [something for Allah], what is the meaning of Shy-lel-lah?"
I stopped talking feeling that a big load was removed off my chest. He looked at me and said "Whatever I know of these windows, I will tell you about it, and whatever I do not, we would someone more knowledgeable, Ok?" I nodded my head in agreement. He said:
Let us start with the basis of the religion or the origin of the religion 'the Oneness' as one of the righteous people said [talking about the Oneness is wrong, and being silent about it is wrong. Meaning what? Meaning that 'the Oneness' is not talking but it is meanings and feelings the grow inside you through knowledge and Fiqh. As sheikh Fakhreddin said:
[Verily, in the 'Oneness', the exactness of al-Mathany [the doubles]
The knowledgeable of the 'Oneness' seeks the meanings] 65/1
The main condition for embracing Islam is to say [There is no god but Allah] and you stop?! Would that be right? The people of the scripture also say [There is no god but Allah]. Then the condition for embracing Islam is admitting the Godhood to Allah, Almighty, and Message to our Master, the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. So you say [There is no god but Allah, Mohammad is the Messenger of Allah]. This the word of the Oneness that Islam started with. And because they loved our Master, the Prophet [PPBUH], they believed in him and in what he says. At that time there were no due prayers, almsgiving, fasting or Hajj in the same way that Islam laid out later. So, did they first believed or first loved?! Of course, they knew sayyduna the Prophet [PPBUH] first, they loved him, then they believed in him. So the basis of Islam is loving, which leads to following. And loving is not by mind… do you follow? Allah, Almighty said in His Holy Book to our master the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] [Say: If you love Allah, follow me; Allah will love you] Aal-Imran 3:31. This means that loving leads to following, it also mean that the evidence of loving Allah is following the our Master, the Messenger of Allah, [PPBUH]… is this clear?
Ok… sayyduna the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (Love Allah for what He feeds you of His grace, and love me for the love of Allah, and love my family for my love). 
I interrupted him saying: So you mean that the love for the Prophet's Family is a love for Allah. He answered: that is a fact… is this window closed? I said: Only half of it, the other half is still opened, which is the connection between this talk and what I asked you about. He answered: Does this mean: we agreed that the way to Allah starts with the love for Ahl-al-Bait [the family of the Prophet]. I said: Yes. He said: As for the Hadith that you mentioned part of it, you did like who said that Allah said [O, you who believed, do not come near the prayes] an-Nisa' 4:43, and he stopped, and did not complete the verse, because he wanted to ruin the religion of Allah. The same way, just by the way of a Hadith from the Prophet [PPBUH]. The first one left the rest of the verse, and you left the beginning of the Hadith. The beginning of the Hadith is (Keep Allah, He will keep you. Keep Allah, you will find Him in your direction. If you ask…) to the end of the Hadith. So, in order to ask Allah for everything and ask Him only for help, I have to do two things: first to know how to keep Allah so that He keeps me. Then to keep Allah so that he becomes in my direction. At that time I can ask Allah for everything, and ask him only for help.
I interrupted him saying: our Lord says in the Fateha [You, we worship, and You we ask for help]. He answered: again… again? Complete the verse [Guide us to the straight path. The path of those on whom You bestowed Your grace, not those who earned Your anger nor those went astray] Amen… So if asking help is only from Allah, then why do we ask him to show us the straight path - of those on whom our Lord has bestowed His grace - our lord says in His Holy Book [seek the help in patience and prayer. Lo! Allah is with the patient] al-Baqarah 2:153. as for the saying of sayydi Moses [PBUH] [Moses said to his people: ask Allah for help and be patient] al-Aaraf 7:128. At the time of sayydi Moses, was there anyone else, a messenger or one of Oly-al-Azm [those who had firmness] of the messengers other than sayydi Moses? There was not. So his saying is teaching us to be polite with Allah… as the absolute seeking help is from Allah, Almighty, but no one knows how except a messenger, a prophet, or a great saint. Sayydi Moses [PBUH] said that to show those who are bad from those who are good among them. As whoever believed in him will come to him seeking his help to know how to seek Allah's help. So they will get the help of sayydi Moses [PBUH] because he is the only way for them to Allah, Almighty. But the bad ones of them and of the others will say: seeking help is only from Allah, and they would not know anything of what is said, but they will just be stubborn. So do not be stubborn, did not you here this saying:
[You disobey Allah while you clam his love
that is, by my life, is a very good measure]
[If you really loved Him, you would have obeyed him
Verily, the love is obedient to whom he loves]
So, do you understand… the one with the windows? Do we have a closed window?
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
