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The State of My Seeker
[the ignorant ones deny the state of my seeker
The denier of al-Salsabil (fresh cool water) is naive and ill] 12/11
We present to you, dearly beloveds, a verse of the stringing pearls of Imam Fakhreddin, may Allah benefit us of his pearls and wisdom that’s set the assured approach of the religion.
He [AAH] said: the ignorant ones deny: denying is the opposite of knowing and ignorance is the opposite of science [knowledge] this is what we know from language books and this is what is amazing, ignorant and denies what he sees from knowledge. So when will he learn? And what else if he had been shown the truth and he denied it?
And we are ordered by the Qur'an to hear and think with our hearts, and never give quick judgments without knowing or guidance, or enlightened book. [Will they then not meditate on the Qur’an, or are there locks on their hearts?] Mohammad 47:24. [Lo! therein verily is a reminder for him who has a heart, or gives ear and he is a witness] Qaf 50:37. 
Does he accept to live in delusion?
Was he deceived by a robe or a beard? And in Sahih (Allah neither looks at your pictures nor your moneys, He only looks at your hearts and your deeds). And in other words: an ignorant who doesn't know anything in religion and still he denies and refuses all that he hear. By Allah, this is not fair or just, but it is self injustice  
the state of my seeker: the state is a Sufi expression which needs explaining. The realized one who knows of Allah, i.e. knows by Allah; Sd. Mohyeddin ibn Araby [AAH] says; and wonder if he says as the one who taught him is Allah, so nothing will be hidden from him. [Fear Allah, and Allah will teaching you, and Allah is Knower of all things]  al-Baqarah 2:282. And look attentively at Allah's saying [Allah is Knower of all things].
Because he has been pious to Allah, so Allah loved him and taught him everything. Do not wonder, o, brother, as the Lord, Almighty, says [And all things We have kept in a evident Imam] Yasin 36:12. if you say that evident Imam is evident book, we would say that books are many and different, and why did not Allah say evident book? What supports this is His saying [But it is evident revelations in the hearts of those who have been given knowledge, and none deny Our revelations save wrong-doers] Ankabout 29:49. now are you ready to get the meaning of the state from the words of Sd. Mohyeddin ibn Araby [AAH]: the state… is what comes to the heart without intension or fetching then the characteristics of its owner changes accordingly… states are gifts.
The state also: is the appearance of the servant in the characteristics of the Truth, which is imitating the qualities of Allah that is expressed as formation according to the names, and that is what the people of our time mean we they talk about the state. We agree with that but we do not agree with its effect, rather we say that the servant would be in full control of it so he would if he wants to, but being polite with Allah prevents him… Allah, Almighty, does not give knowledge except to whom He loves but He may give the state to whom he do not love, so pay attention. As knowledge is fixed but state is transient because the one with it transfers from a state to another and the state has every quality in a time without the other. Like the drunken state and the absence state. The Drunken state does not last and so does the absence state. With the drunken state we mean the one that is lawful originating from a strong Wared which is what comes of the gifts of Allah to the heart of the diligent seeker while trying to get closer with Awrad, worship, and prayed to the Prophet [PPBUH] on the hand of a sheikh who knows of Allah, so he gets a state like the one that happens to the drunk: of being absent of conscious. But this lover Allah makes him absent from what Allah forbids. The opposite of that is standing which is in each quality that needs firmness and it is not right to move from it, like repentance.  The state of my seeker: the seeker of the sheikh, not just any one, but he described him to us:
[I gave my seeker a drink of an aged drink,
                               my hand was the cup, and being hid is my virtue] 1/8
i.e. his drink of knowledge is in hiding.
 [I will not be away from my seeker for a moment
                                and my seeker is the one who wills my will] 1/266
i.e. when the will of the seeker is in compliance with the will of his sheikh, then he will be the true seeker of the sheikh, otherwise he is not.
[he is not my seeker, whoever gets blind of our words
             Nor the one who says to himself: O, self, what do you care] 10/6
i.e. he will not be my seeker and relates to me, the one who turns away from my words, he meant his method in contradiction to himself subjectivity. The seeker is the one talks the words, the method, and the knowledge of his sheikh, and his state and will is the will of his sheikh. If one of ignorant ones denies the state of this seeker, then he would be naive and corrupting deceived ill one. The sheikh described his seeker here as Salsabil, which means here the knowledge of the sheikh and his moral drink that the seeker got with the grace of Allah, from his sheikh. So he said [AAH]:
The denier of al-Salsabil is naive and ill
As whoever denies the state of this seeker, who is a real translation to the method and knowledge of his sheikh, which is the truth that Allah, Almighty, wanted from us, then he is nothing but a corrupted deceived one who trun people away from the real religion without knowledge or guidance. May Allah save us from him and guides us with the guidance of our sheikh to his Salsabil drink which fills his store [AAH].

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The one with the two Hijra:
Sd. Roqaiya [AAH]
She is Roqaiya the daughter of Sayyduna Muhammad ibn Abdullah ibn Abdel-Muttalib ibn Hashim, the daughter of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. She was born when the Prophet [PPBUH] was 33 years old. The Prophet [PPBUH] was sent when he was 40 years old. Her mother is Sd. Khadija bent Khuwaylid. She was born after Sd. Zaynab, and she embraced Islam with her mother and sisters. She immigrated in two Hijra: first to Habasha, then to Medina. She grew up before the message of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. She was nicknamed "Om-Abdullah". She was also nicknamed "the one with the two Hijra", in mentioning the Hijra of Habasha and of Medina.
Sd. Roqaiya got many of the virtues of her mother. She followed her example in her talking and doing through her whole life, from the first day Islam was born until her last journey to Allah, Almighty.
The marriage of Sd. Roqaiya [AAH] before the prophecy:
It was not long after the marriage of Sd. Zaynab, her elder sister, when the door of Sd. Khadija and Sayyduna Muhammad was knocked by a delegation from the people of Abdel-Muttalib, who came to ask for the hand of Sd. Roqaiya and her a little younger sister, to two of their cousins: Utba and Utaiba the sons of Abo-Lahab the uncle of the Messenger [PPBUH].
Sd. Roqaiya and her sister felt that their mother was uneasy.  A mother would know who is the mother of the two grooms, who was the wife of Abo-Lahab. Maybe all the houses of Mecca knew who was Om-Gamil bent Harb, the one with the hard heard, aggressive nature, and sharp tongue.
Sd. Khadija did not want to disturb the Prophet's calmness with her fears from the wife of Abo-Lahab, so it was agreed. Sayyduna Muhammad blessed his two daughters and there was a wedding. After that the brides moved to another house and another atmosphere with the care of Allah.
Sd. Roqaiya entered with her sister Om-Kalthoum the house of the uncle. However they did not stay there for long. As our Messenger Sayyduna Muhammad [PPBUH] started receiving the message from his Lord, and started calling for the new religion. The Sayyduna Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] started calling for Islam in secret. When Abo-Lahab knew about it he started laughing and mocking at the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], then he went home and Om-Gamil shared his mocking and deriding.
But Qur'an was revealed down to the Beloved Chosen One showing the inauspicious fate of Om-Gamil bent Harb and her husband Abo-Lahab. Allah said [Perish the hand of Abo-Lahab! and perish he! ¤ Neither his wealth will exempt him nor what he gains ¤ He will be plunged in flaming Fire ¤ And his wife, will be the wood-carrier ¤ upon her neck a halter of palm-fiber]  al-Masad 111:1-5.
Roqaiya and Om-Kalthoum were under the auspices of their cousins, when this Sura was revealed. Then Abo-Lahab sent to his sons Utba and Utaiba, and said to them that Muhammad cursed them: he and their mother. Then he turned to Utba and said my head to your head will be forbidden if you do not divorce the daughter of Muhammad. So he divorced her before her wedding.
Utaiba surrendered to his fury, and said in rage and muddle: I will go to Muhammad and hurt him in his lord. Utaiba ibn Abo-Lahab went to the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] and cursed him and gave him back his daughter and divorced her. The Messenger of Allah said (O, Allah, empower a dog of your dogs over him). Allah answered the prayer of the Messenger [PPBUH], and a lion ate Utaiba in one of his journeys to Sham.
The marriage of Sd. Roqaiya to Sd. Osman [AAT]:
Allah's will was to provide Roqaiya after her patience with a righteous generous husband from the first eight ones who were pioneers to Islam, and one of the ten who were auspicious of paradise. That was Osman ibn Affan: one of the youth of Quraish who had money, glory, honor, force, high relation, good looks, plenty of money, and noble manners. The Generous Messenger would not withhold his affinity from a companion like Osman. The Messenger consulted his daughter and understood that she agree in love and honor. Osman moved his wife to his house. Roqaiya [AAH] was happy with that marriage to the pure pious Osman ibn Affan [AAH]. Roqaiya gave birth to a boy and Osman named him Abdullah. He was nicknamed with his son, who lived until six and then passed away.
The immigration of Sd. Roqaiya with Sd. Osman to Habasha:
When Allah permitted Muslims to immigrate to Habasha. Osman ibn Affan [AAH] wanted to go to the land of Habasha. The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] (Go and take Roqaiya with you), then he said (I do not think that any of you would be patient without the other). Then the Prophet sent Asmaa bent Abo-Bakr [AAT] and said (Get me their news). Sd. Asmaa said: O, Messenger of Allah, he got a saddled donkey, and carried her on it, and he took her towards the sea. When Asmaa came back to the Prophet [PPBUH], Abo-Bakr was there, so the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (O, Abo-Bakr, they are the first to immigrate after Lout and Ibrahim [PBUT]).  Al-Hakim in al-Mustadrak.
Then Sd. Roqaiya, the daughter of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] and her husband Sd. Osman ibn Affan immigrated to Habasha. She gave birth to Abdullah there, so Sd. Osman [AAH] used to be nicknamed after him: Abo-Abdullah.
Returning back to Mecca:
Lying rumors came to Habasha about Quraish having believed in Muhammad. Some immigrants could not overcome their excited longing, and soon they were in a caravan going to Mecca, with Osman and Roqaiya on their front. As soon as they reached the outskirts of Mecca, they were surrounded by the shooting with threats and perdition.
Roqaiya knocked the door of her father under the cover of night. The beloveds held each other and shed tears as soon as the door opened. Sayyduna Muhammad received his daughter with kindness and passion to help her calm back to patience and tranquility. Her mother Khadija suffered with the Messenger of Allah and the people of Aal-Hashim a lot of persecution, although she did not immigrate. Sickness dropped her down to bed, so she left the world while her daughter was still in Habasha.
The return of Roqaiya to Habasha:
Roqaiya and Osman went to the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] to ask his permission for them to immigrate to Habasha, and he gave them the permission. Osman ibn Affan [AAH] said: O, Messenger of Allah, our first Hijra and this other one to an-Nagashi, while your not with us? The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (You are immigrants to Allah and to me, you have both these Hijra all). Osman said: That is enough for us, o, Messenger of Allah.
This is how Roqaiya, the daughter of the Messenger of Allah, was the only one of his pure daughters to have the Hijra to the country of Habasha, and so she was counted as one of those who had the two Hijra.
The don of Roqaiya passed away when he was six years old. He died after a roster pecked his face (eye). He got swollen, his face was covered, and he was sick then passed away. His father and mother wiped for him, and his grand father missed this nice gentle boy whom he used to carry in his hands, whenever he visited his daughter. Roqaiya [AAH] never got pregnant after that.
The passing away of Sd. Roqaiya:
Roqaiya had nothing to do but patience and was good at it. But maybe because of the many calamities she had in her life at Om-Gamil's and in Habasha, she became weak and got sick. It was time for her body to rest on a bed prepared by her husband Osman. Her generous husband sat by her nursing and caring for her. The sickness of Roqaiya was the measles. After a struggle with this sickness, she caught up with the highest companion. She was the first to join the mother of believers Khadija of her daughters. But Roqaiya passed away in Medina, while Khadija passed away in Mecca a few years earlier. While Roqaiya could see her mother at her death, she did not see her father, the Messenger of Allah, at her own death. As the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] was at Badr with his honorable companions, fight for the raising of the words of Allah, so he [PPBUH] did not attend her burial. She passed away while she was 22 years old. When her funeral reached al-Baqie, she was buried. In the narration of ibn Saad, he said that: when Roqaiya, the daughter of the Messenger of Allah, passed away, He [PPBUH] said (Catch up with our precedent Osman ibn Maz'oun). The women wept for her, so Omar started beating them with his whip. The Prophet [PPBUH] held his hand and said (Let them weep). Then he said (Weep, but never do the cawing of Satan. As whatever comes of the heart and the eye is from Allah and the mercy, and whatever comes from the hand and the tongue is from Satan).

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Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH]
 Allah said [And make mention of Our bondman Ayyoub [Job], when he cried unto his Lord: Lo! the devil did afflict me with distress and torment]  Sad 38:41.
 Before we  tell his story with the illness, we should look at the verse and learn from it the politeness of the prophets with the Lord, Almighty. Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] related his illness to Satan, because it has blemish so he related it to Satan and others. But whatever has perfection he related it to Allah, Almighty. In fact all is from Allah. 
 It was narrated that Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] was from the Romans. He is Ayyoub ibn Aamus ibn Tareh ibn Raawil ibn Eys ibn S.d Ishaq [PBUH]. His mother was from the sons of Sd. Lout [PBUH]. Allah choose him for the prophecy and the message. He opened to him the worldly life, as he had 3000 camel, 7000 sheep, and 500 acres with 500 slave for each of them a wife and child. Ayyoub had 7 sons and 7 daughters. In some other narrations they said more about his properties, so they said: He had control over the whole land of Sham, and he had all kinds of money like no other one had of: horses, caws, sheep, donkeys, and others. 
 He was righteous, pious, kind to the poor, sponsoring to the widows and orphans, generous to the guests, and did of the goodness what no other one of his time did. His religion was at-Tawhied [unification] and the reforming between people. Because of his lots of worship he reached a rank that was not be reached by humans, envied by the angels.
The angels said to our Lord: Ayyoub is worshiping you because you gave him plenty of money. He said to them: No. they said: then pour affliction upon him. He poured affliction him and so his body became filled with wounds.
 It was also  said that the reason of his affliction is that damned Satan, when he heard the angels praying for Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] as Allah mentioned him, he envied him. He said: O, Allah, your servant Ayyoub, you bestowed on him your gifts and he thanked you. You gave him health and he praised you. You did not try him with hardness or affliction. If You tried him with affliction he would be ungrateful to you and your gifts. Allah said: Go, I give you control over his money. The damned one went away and gathered his demons and told them what happened. One of them said: I have the power to turn into a storm of fire an burn everything I touch. Damned Satan said: you take the camels and its herdsmen. He went and burned all the camels and its herdsmen. When he completed that he came and told Satan what he did.
 Satan took the shape of one of the herdsmen and went to Ayyoub [PBUH] and said to him: O, Ayyoub, your Lord has burned your camels and its herdsmen. Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] said: It is His money, He lend it to me, He does what He wants with it. Satan returned back lowly, when Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] praised his Lord. Another demon said: I have the power to shout and every soul hears my voice would die. Satan told him: Go to the sheep and its shepherds. He went and shouted and it all died with its shepherds. Damned Satan went to Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] and what happened between them the first time was repeated. Satan returned back lowly again. Another demon said: I have the power to turn into a storming wind that disperses everything it comes upon. Satan ordered him to to go the acres and the arable. He went to it and made a storming wind that dispersed everything as if it was not there before.
 Satan went out to Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] and what happened before was repeated. Satan kept doing what he did until he perished all the money of Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH], while he did not stop praising Allah and thanking him for a moment. Satan said: O, Allah, Ayyoub said that You did not make enjoy except himself and his children, so why do not You give me control over his children. Allah said: I give you control over his children. Satan came to them and turn the palace over them, so they dies immediately. He hurried to Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] in the shape of his children's wounded teacher, and he said: O, Ayyoub… if you have seen how they were tortured and turned upside down over their heads. He kept intensifying the description until the heart of Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] was softened and he cried. They say that he took a handful of dust and put it over his head. Satan returned very happy. But Sd, Ayyoub realized what did and repented to Allah and asked his forgiveness, and the angels ascended with his repentance to Allah, Almighty.
Satan stood lowly and said: O, Allah… Ayyoub trivialized the money and children, do You give me control over his body for me to make him a disbeliever. Allah said: I give you control over his body, but you do not have power over his tongue, heart, and mind. Satan came to Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] and found him prostrating himself. He blew in his nose so that his body flamed with illness, and from his head to his feet came out warts, and he got the itch so he kept itching his body with his nails then with the hard cloth then with the stones until his flesh showed up from under his skin. His color changed and his body got worms. So the people of the village threw him out to the garbage area and rejected him except his wife. Her name was Rahma bent Evratheim son of Sd. Yusuf [PBUH]. She stayed with him taking care of him. It was narrated that, one day, she said to him: could you ask Your Lord? He said to her: how long have we been in luxury? She said: 80 years. He said: I will be ashamed from Allah to ask him, while the length of my affliction time is equal to the length of my luxury time. It was also narrated that the worms ate all his body and left him only bones except his tongue and heart. 
 Damned Satan screamed and said: this servant, whom I asked Allah to give me control over him, exhausted me. The demons said to him: Did you see Adam when you got him out of paradise. You did not got to him except throw his woman. So he went to Ayyoub's wife in the shape of a kind man and said to her: Where is you husband, o, servant of Allah? She said: Here he is. He said: if he ate some food without naming Allah on it, he would be relieved from his affliction. She told Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH]. He said to her: That was the enemy of Allah, coming to you to tempt off your religion. They say that this event was the cause that Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] swore to beat her a hundred times, and they also said other things to be the cause of Sd. Ayyoub's swearing [PBUH]. But the reason for the swearing is that his wife was so late for him that ge missed the time for prayer. Allah said [And Ayyoub, when he cried unto his Lord: Lo! adversity afflicted me, and You are Most Merciful of all who show mercy]  al-Anbiaa 21:83.
 In the Hadith narrated about the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]; a man came to him and asked him about the saying of Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] [adversity afflicted me], the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] cried and said (by the One who sent be with the Truth, he never complained of poverty that came to him from his Lord. But he stayed in his affliction for seven years, seven months, seven days, and seven hours. Then within the following hour he tried to get to pray but he could not get up, then he said [adversity afflicted me]… etc) then he said (the worms ate most of his body until it became decayed bones. The sun almost goes into his front genital and comes out of his back hole. Nothing was left except his heart and tongue. His heart never stopped the Dhikr of Allah and his tongue never stopped praising Allah. when Allah wanted to relief him, He sent two worms: one to his heart and one to his tongue. He said: O, Lord, I do not have except those two organs with which I do Dhikr of you. And these two worms came to them to detain me from You and discover my secret).
 [adversity afflicted me, and You are Most Merciful of all who show mercy] our Lord, Almighty, said in the verse 84 of Surat al-Anbiaa [Then We heard his prayer and removed that adversity from which he suffered, and We gave him his household and the like thereof along with them, a mercy from Our store, and a remembrance for the worshippers]. How was the mercy of our Lord? The Lord, Almighty, says in verses 42,43, and 44 of Surat Sad [Strike the ground with your foot. This is a cool bath and a refreshing drink ¤ And We bestowed on him his household and therewith the like thereof, a mercy from Us, and a memorial for men of understanding ¤ And take in your hand a bunch of worts and smite therewith, and break not your oath. Lo! We found him steadfast, how excellent a slave! Lo! He was ever turning in repentance]. Allah, Almighty, sent Sd. Gabriel [PBUH] to Sd. Ayyoub [PBUH] after the time of illness was up, and he said to him: strike the land with your foot. He did and a spring came out of it, so he washed and drank from it and he was cured and returned back a young man. His wife and his household came back to him and Allah increased them in number. When he wanted to fulfill his oath, Gabriel came to him and told him to take a hundred straws and make them into a bunch and hit her with them one hit.

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Imam al-Fudayl ibn Eyad [AAH]
He is ibn Mas'oud ibn Beshr the Imam the role model the stratified the sheikh of Islam, Abo-Ali at-Tamimy al-Yarbo'i who grew up in Kharasan. Who stayed by the Sacred House of Allah [Ka'ba]. He was born in Samarqand and grew up in Apyord from the side of Marw from a village known as Qandin, and he travelled seeking knowledge.
Mohamed ibn Saad said: he was born in Kharasan in the district of Apyord, and he cam to Koufa when he was old. He heard from Mansour and others, then devoted himself to worship and he moved to Mecca and stayed there until he died there.
Of the wonderful parts of his biography is his repentance story:
Imam Zahaby said in Syrat Aalam an-Nobalaa: al-Fadl ibn Musa said: al-Fudayl ibn Eyad used to be a shrewd who waylays between Apyord and Sarkhas. The reason for his repentance is that he adored a woman slave. And one day he was climbing the wall to get to her, the he heard someone reciting [Is not the time ripe for the hearts of those who believe to submit…]  al-Hadid :16. when he heard that he said: Yes, o, Lord, it is time. He returned and night got him to some ruins, which had some passers-by one of them said: let us leave. Others said: Let us wait until morning as Fuday is on the road and he will cut it on us. Al-Fudayl thought: I go at night with the wrongdoing and some people from the Muslims here are fearing me. I do not think that Allah brought me here to them except to be deterred. O, Allah, I repent to you, and my repentance will be the staying by the Sacred House. Imam az-Zahaby commented on this story as: Anyway, polytheism is greater than waylaying and many people repented from polytheism and became the best of the nation. So the forelocks of the servents are in the hands of Allah. He strays whom He wills and guides to Him whoever repents.
Who wrote about him and narrated from him [AAH]:
In Koufa Mansour, al-Aamash, Bayan ibn Beshr, Hasein ibn Abdel-Rahman, Layth, Ataa ibn as-Sayeb, Safwan ibn Salym, Abdel-Aziz ibn Rafie, Abo-Ishaq ash-Shaybany, Yahya ibn Saied al-Ansari, Hisham ibn Hassan, ibn Abo-Layla, Mugalid, Ash'ath ibn Sawwar, Gafar as-Sadiq, Hamid at-Tawiel, and many others from Koufa and Hijaz. 
Those who narrated from him were ibn al-Mubarak, Yahya al-Qattan, Abdel-Rahman ibn Mahdy ibn Helal, ibn Oyaynah, al-Asma'y, Abdel-Razeq, sheikh Wasety, Husain al-Gaafy, Asadu-es-Sunna ash-Shafeyi, Ahmed ibn Yunis, Yahya ibn Yahya at-Tamymy, ibn Wahb, Musadad, Qutayba, Beshr al-Hafy, Sarey ibn Mughlis as-Saqaty, Ahmed ibn al-Muqaddam, Ubaid-Allah al-Quwairy, Mohamed ibn Zanbour al-Makky, Luwayn, Mohamed ibn Yahya al-Adany, al-Hamidy, Abdel-Samad ibn Yazid Mardawiah, Abdah ibn Abdel-Rahim al-Marzawy, Mohamed ibn Abo-as-Sarey al-Asqalany, Mohamed ibn Qudamah al-Massysy, Yahya ibn Ayyoub al-Muqabery, and many others, the last of them to die was al-Husain ibn Dawoud al-Balkhy. Of his best sheikhs Sufyan ath-Thawry also narrated from him, while there is a hundred and forty year between their deaths. 
Of his words [AAH]:
He said [AAH]: the people of virtue are the people of virtue unless they see their virtue. He also said: who loved to hear his saying when he speaks, is not an ascetic one. He said also: If an enemy backbites you, then he is more beneficial to you than a friend, as whenever he backbites, you get from his good deeds. He [AAH] also used to say: the master of the tribe at the end of time would be its hypocrite. And there he was warning from them as they are an illness with no cure.
He used to say [AAH]: this is not a time of delight; rather it is a time of worries. He also said: everything has a preamble and the preamble of the readers -of Qur'an- is leaving the backbiting. He used to hate meeting the brothers for fear of embellishment from them and from him.
He [AAH] used to work as water carrier for always, and he spent on himself and his children. He used to say if Allah loved some servant, He would make him sad in this worldly life, and if He despites some servant, He would make him rich and makes it easy for him in this worldly life. He [AAH] also said: the carrier of Qur'an should not have any need from any of the princes or the rich people. Rather the need of all creatures should be to him. He [AAH] also said: get away from the readers as much as you can, as if they love you they praise you with what you do not have, and if they were angry they will falsely testify against you and it will be accepted from them.
He also said: the readers of ar-Rahman are with humility and shriveling, and the readers of the worldly life are with pride, conceit, and despite for the public. He [AAH] said also: Backbiting is the fruit of the readers. One day he met Shwayb ibn Harb in the circumambulation, so he said: O, Shwayb, if you think that this situation and time was attended by who is worst than me and you, then what a bad thought! He said also: he is not a brother for you, who gets angry with you if you prevent him something he asked. He used to say: Loqman was a judge on the sons of Israel while he was a Habashian slave, because he was honest in his speech and he left what does not concern him. He also used to say: the straight path is fifteen leagues long, so look my brother what kind of men you want to be.
Ishaq ibn Ibrahim asked him to tell him Hadith, so al-Fudayl [AAH] said to him: if you have asked me dinars it would have been easier than Hadith. If you, o, infatuated one, have worked with what you knew it would have made you busy from hearing Hadith. He used to say also: the scholar of the hereafter, his knowledge is hidden. And the scholar of the worldly life, his knowledge is spread. So follow the scholar of the hereafter and avoid the scholar of the worldly life do not sit with him, as he would deceive you with his pride and ornament, and his calling for working without work or working without sincerity. He [AAH] also said: if the people of knowledge abstained from the worldly life, the heads of the tyrants would bow for them and the people would be driven to them. But they spent their knowledge to the people of the worldly life to some of what is in their hands, so they were humiliated and trivialized for people. It is the sign of the ascetic ones to be happy if they were described with ignorance for the princes and the ones around them.
Abdel-Samad ibn Yazid Mardawiah said: I heard al-Fudayl saying: people did not decorate with anything better than honesty and seeking the lawful provision. His son said: O, father, the lawful is very rare. He said: O, son, and its few is plenty for Allah.
Sarey ib al-Mughlis said: I heard al-Fudayl saying: whoever fears Allah, no one would harm him, and whoever fears Allah, no one would benefit him.
Fayd ibn Ishaq said: I heard al-Fudayl ibn Eyad when was asked by Abdullah ibn Malik: O. Abo-Ali what is the salvation from what we have? He said: Tell me, whoever obeys Allah, would he be harmed with the disobedience of any one else? He said: No. al-Fudayl said: then whoever disobeys Allah, would he benefit from the obedience of any one else? He said: No. al-Fudayl said: That is the salvation if you want salvation.
Ibrahim ibn al-Ash'ath said: I heard al-Fudayl saying: the fear of the servant from Allah is as much as he knows Allah. And his being ascetic in the worldly life is as much as he wants the hereafter. Whoever works with what he knows, he would not need what he does not know. And however works with what he knows, Allah would support him in what he does not know. Whoever had bad manners, he would disgrace his religion, his relations, and his chivalry.
I also heard him saying: the worst liar of all people is the one who goes back to his sin. And the most ignorant of all people is the one who brags of his good deeds. The most knowledgeable of all people is the one who fears Allah the most. No servant will be completed unless he prefers his religion to his desire. No servant would bearish until he prefers his desire to his religion.
Mohamed ibn Abdawyah said: I heard al-Fudayl saying: leaving work for people is hypocrisy, and doing work for people is polytheism, and sincerity is when Allah relieves you from both of them.
Salam ibn Abdullah al-Kharasani said: I heard al-Fudayl saying: yesterday is an example, today is work, and tomorrow is hope. Fayd ibn Ishaq said that al-Fudayl said: by Allah, it is never lawful for you to hurt a dog or a pig without right, so how can you hurt a Muslim. Also from Fudayl: a servant is not pious unless his enemy feels safe with him. He also said: As small the sin is for you as it is big for Allah, and as big it is for you as small it is for Allah.
From al-Mufaddal al-Gendy: Ishaq ibn Ibrahim at-Tabary said: I have never seen anyone more fearful for himself, and more hopeful for the people, from al-Fudayl. His reading was sad, pleasant, slow, and flowing as if he is talking to someone. If he passes by a verse mentioning paradise, he repeats it and asks. His prayers at night was mostly sitting, they throw the straw mat for him in his mosque, he prays in the first of the night an hour, then his eyes overcome him so he throws himself on the mat and sleeps a little, then he wakes up. And if the sleep overcomes him again, he sleeps, then wakes up again, and so on until morning. He used to sleep if he gets sleepy. It was said that this is the best worship.
A stance for al-Fudayl with Haroun ar-Rashid:
Al-Fadl ibn Rabie said: the prince of believers –he meant Haroun- did Hajj he said to me: Hay! You, I have some thing in my mind so seek me a man I ask. I said: there is Sufyan ibn Oyayna. He let us go to him. We came to him and knocked the door. He said who is that? I said: answer the prince of believers. He came out soon and said: O, prince of believers, if you have sent to me, I would have come to you. He said to him: take for what I came to you. He talked to him for an hour, and then he said: do you have debts? He said: Yes. Ar-Rashid said to me: pay his debt. When we went out, ar-Rashid said: your friend did not help much. I said: there is Abdel-Razeq. He said let us go to him. We came to him and knocked the door, and he came out and talked to him for an hour, and then ar-Rashid said: do you have debts? He said: Yes. Ar-Rashid said: Abo-Abbas, pay his debt. When we went out ar-Rashid said: your friend did not help much. Fetch me a man I can ask him. I said: there is al-Fudayl ibn Eyad. He said: Let us go to him.
We came to him an there he was standing praying, reading a verse and repeating it. Ar-Rashid said: knock the door. So I did, and he said: who is this? I said: answer the prince of believers. He said: what do I have to do with the prince of believers? I said: Subhan-Allah! do not you have to obey? He came down and opened the door then he went up to the room, put off the lantern and went to a corner. We entered and searched for him with our hands. Ar-Rashid's hand got to him before me. He said: what a hand! How soft it is if it survived tomorrow from Allah's torture. I said to myself: he will talk to him today with a pure talk from a pure heart. Ar-Rashid said to him: take for what we came to you – may Allah give you mercy. Al-Fudayl said "Omar ibn Abdel-Aziz, when he became cliph, called for Salim ibn Abdullah, Mohamed ibn Ka'b, and Ragaa ibn Haywa, and said to them: I was afflicted with this affliction, so counsel me". -So he considered the caliphate as affliction while you and your companions consider it as grace- "Salim said to him: if you want to survive you should fast all the worldly life, and let you fast breaking be the death. Ibn Ka'b said to him: if you want to be saved from Allah's torture, let the old Muslims be as fathers for you, their middle aged one be as brothers, and their young ones as sons. So you honor you fathers, be generous to your brothers, and be kind to your sons. Ragaa said to him: if you want to be saved from Allah's torture, then like for the Muslims what you like for yourself, and hate for them what you hate for yourself, then die if you want to". I also say to you this, and I fear for you the utmost fear from the day when the feet slip. So do you have – may Allah give you mercy – anyone to counsel you like this?
When he heard that, ar-Rashid cried very deeply until he fainted. I said to al-Fudayl: Easy on the prince of believers. He said: O, ibn Om-ar-Rabie. You and your fellows kill him and you want me to go easy with him? Then ar-Rashid woke up and said to him: Tell more, may Allah give you mercy. He said: I heard that an employed prince for Omar ibn Abdel-Aziz was complained to him. So Omar wrote to him: "O, brother, I remind you of the long waking of the people of hell in hell the ever lasting. Beware, it would get you away from Allah, then it would be the last of that and the end of hope". When the prince read the letter, he got himself out and travelled to Omar. Omar said to him: what made you come? He said: you got my heart out with your letter. I will never hold a position of a prince until I meet Allah. ar-Rashid cried very deeply. Al-Fudayl said: O, prince of believer. Al-Abbas the uncle of the Prophet [PPBUH] came to him and said: make me a prince. The Prophet [PPBUH] said to him (Principality is heartbreak and regret on the day of resurrection. So if you can avoid being a prince then do it). Ar-Rashid cried again, then he said: tell me more. He said: O, you, good looking face, you are the one that Allah asks on the resurrection day about all these creatures. So if you can protect this face from hell, then do. Beware to get in the morning and the evening while you have in your heart cheating for any of your subjects. As the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (whoever became cheating for them, will not smell the scent of paradise). Ar-Rashid cried, then he said: Do you have debts? Al-Fudayl said: Yea a debt to my Lord. He did not account me for it yet. Woe to me if He discusses me. Woe to me if I was not inspired my argument. Ar-Rashid said: What I meant, is the debt to anyone? Al-Fudayl said: My Lord did not order me to do that. He ordered me to keep His promise. Allah said [I have not created the jinn and humankind except that they might worship Me] az-Zaryat 51:56. Ar-Rashid said: this is a thousand dinars to spend on your children and to help you in your worship. Al-Fudayl said: Subhan-Allah! I show you the way to be saved, and you reword me with this. May Allah save you and support you. Then he silenced, and did not talk to us. So we went out and ar-Rashid said to me: O, Abo-Abbas, if showed me any one again let be like this one. This is the master of Muslims.
The words of the scholars about him:
Ibrahim ibn Mohamed ash-Shafiey said: I heard Sufyan ibn Oyayna saying: Fudayl is trustworthy. Al-Agaly said: He is a Kufi trustworthy worshiper. He is a righteous man, who lived in Mecca. Mohamed ibn Abdullah ibn Ammar said: I wish that Fudayl would tell us what he knows. Ibn Ammar was asked: Do you see that his Hadith is a proof. He said: Subhan-Allah! -he meant: of course. Abo-Hatim said: He is truthful. An-Nasa'I said: He is assured trustworthy, and a righteous man. Ad-Darqatny said: He is trustworthy.
Abo-Wahb Mohamed ibn Muzahem said: I heard ibn al-Mubark saying: I saw the most worshiper of the people: Abdel-Aziz ibn Abo-Rawwad. And the most pious of the people: al-Fudayl ibn Eyad. And the most knowledgeable of the people: Sufyan ath-Thawry. And the best in Fiqh of the people: Abo-Hanifa, I have not seen in Fiqh anyone like him.
Ibn al-Mubarak said: For me, there is no one left on earth better that al-Fudayl ibn Eyad.
An-Nudar ibn Shamil said: I heard ar-Rashid saying: I have never see of the scholars anyone more reverent or more pious than al-Fudayl. 
Al-Haytham ibn Gamil said: I heard Shuraik saying: every people have an argument for the people of their time, and Fudayl ibn Eyad is an argument for the people of his time. Then a youth stood up and left. When he was away, al-Haytham said: if this youth lived, he will be an argument for the people of his time. They said: who was the youth? He said: Ahmed ibn Hanbal.
Abdel-Samad Mardawyah the jewler said that ibn al-Mubarak said: al-Fudayl ibn Eyad was truthful to Allah, so He put the wisdom on his tongue. Al-Fudayl is one of those who benefited from his knowledge.
Ibrahim ibn al-Ash'ath said: I have never seen anyone in whose chest Allah was great more than al-Fudayl. When he heard Dhikr Allah or Allah was mention in front of him or even heard some Qur'an, then fear and sadness would show on him, his eyes would water, and he would weep until every one pities him. He was always sad with deep thought. I have never seen a man who means Allah with his knowledge and work, his give and take, his spend and prevent, his love and hate, and all his merits. We used, if went out with him in a funeral, to watch him keep preaching, doing Dhikr, and weeping as if he is leaving his friends, until he reaches the cemetery, then he sit in his place among the dead of sadness and weeping, until he stands and goes back as if he is coming back from the hereafter telling about it.
Fayd ibn Ishaq said: I heard al-Fudayl saying: By Allah, if I were dust is more likeable for me than to be in the skin of the best man on earth. And it would not please me to know the matter in truth, as my mind would be mad.
Ibrahim ibn al-Ash'ath said: I heard al-Fudayl saying: fear is better than hope as long as the man is sound, but the death comes then hope is better. I said: that is because of the saying of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] (No one of you should die unless he thinks positively of Allah).
Ahmed ibn Hanbal said from Abo-Gafar al-Hazzaa: I heard al-Fudayl saying: I took the hand of Sufyan ath-Thawry in this valley and said to him: If you think that there is anyone left on this earth worst than me and you, then what an evil thought!
Abdel-Samad Mardawyah said: I heard al-Fudayl saying: whoever loves a man of heresy; Allah will make his work futile and will take the light of Islam out of his heart. The work of the one with heresy will not be raised to Allah. the look of a believer to a believer glazes the heart, and the look to the one of heresy inherits blindness. Whoever sits with a man of heresy will not be given wisdom.
Al-Fudayl said: a believer envies [loves to be like someone in goodness] but not grudge [Loves that the goodness of someone goes away]. Envy is from believing, but grudge is from hypocrisy. I say: this explains the Hadith of the Prophet [PPBUH] (no envy except in two: a man Allah gave him money and he spends it rightly, and a man Allah gave him the Qur'an so he recites it some hours of the night and at the two ends of the day). The envy here is the desirable one as you do not want the grace to be taken from your brother which is evil and dirty.
His passing away [AAH]:
Mohamed ibn Saad said: he moved to Mecca and stayed there until he passed away in the Sacred House at the beginning of the year 187H, in the time of the caliphate of Haroun ar-Rashid. And he was trustworthy, noble, virtuous, worshiper, pious, and had a lot of Hadith.

 You should know, may Allah guide me and you to His love [PPBUH], that the blessings of the Generous Messenger [PPBUH] has filled the whole universe, up and down, and however got close to him through loving, obedience, and service, got his share of his blessings. The blessings of the Prophet [PPBUH] has shown all over earth which was purified with his honorable birth. He [PPBUH] said (The earth was made a mosque and purifying for me). His soul got higher than heaven, Allah said [Then he drew nigh and came down ¤ Till he was at the chord of two bows or even nearer] an-Najm 8-9. His gifts and blessings was extended to his family, house hold, beloveds, and inheritors like the light rays from the lighted lantern. May Allah give His prayers, peace, and blessings to Sayyduna Muhammad, his family, and his companions.
 Abo-Na'im, al-Bayhaqy, and ibn Asaker narrated from Anas that the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (Seek the goodness all your life. And get exposed to the gifts of Allah, as Allah has gifts of His mercy which He gives to whom he wills of His servants. And ask Him to cover your defects and reassure your frights). As-Seyouty narrated from ibn Omar [AAH] that the Prophet [PPBUH] said (Get exposed to Allah in your days, as Allah has gifts and one of it may come over you, then you will never become rogue or miserable after that). 
At-Tabarany narrated in his Awsat from Mohamed ibn Musallama that the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (Your Lord, Almighty, has in the days of you life gifts, so get exposed to it. As one may come over one of you, then he will never become rogue or miserable after that).
 One of the greatest gifts and blessings is the memory of his honorable birth [PPBUH] when Allah sent him as mercy for all worlds, which is the mercy that revives the hearts urges the souls to obey, get close to, and yearn to him [PPBUH]. in this context, Imam Fakhreddin said:
 [And to the Messenger of Allah we aim our travel
we yearn to him, with longing in our chests]  67/16
 One of his gifts is his blessing [PPBUH] at the time of his honorable birth when Allah made them victorious over their enemy without fight, on the day of the elephant. Saied ibn Jubair narrated from Abdullah ibn Abbas [AAT] that the Messenger of Allah was born on the day of the elephant. Qays ibn Makhramah [AAH] said: I was born with the Messenger of Allah on the day of the elephant, so we are equal aged. On the day of the elephant Abdul-Muttalib, the grandfather of the great Messenger, fearing for his people from the heart of Abraha's army, he ordered them to go out of Mecca and resort to the mountain tops. Then he went with a few people of Quraish to the Ka'ba door and grabbed it handle and asked Allah victory over Abraha and his soldiers.  Abdul-Muttalib said:
 [O, Allah! One defends his luggage – so You defend Yours, they should never beat with their cross – and their ability Your power]
 Then Abdul-Muttalib left the door handle and they went to the mountains. They say that they left a hundred camels by the Sacred House as a sacrifice, so that the army may get some of it without right, then Allah will be angry with them and retaliate. 
 Ibn Kathier said that he [PPBUH] was born in this year as if Allah, Almighty, is saying: We did not make you victorious over the Habasha because of your being better than them, O, people of Quraish. But to save this Old House which is to be honored and glorified by the sending of the Ummy, Prophet, Sayyduna Muhammad [PPBUH], the last of the prophets and messengers.
 Sahl [AAH] said: when Allah, Almighty, wanted to create Muhammad [PPBUH] in the womb of his mother, He ordered Radwan, the guard of paradise, to open the doors of al-Fardaws [the highest level of paradise] and He ordered a caller to call in heavens and earths and say: the protected and stored light has rested in his mother's womb this night.
Sd. Amenah [AAH] said: I never felt that I am carrying my son Muhammad, as I never felt any carriage trouble or weight as pregnant women do. But I wondered when my period stopped. I saw while I was carrying him, a light that lighted the east and west until I saw the palaces Basra of Sham.
 Sd. Amenah [AAH] said: when it was the night of my delivery which was Monday at dawn time, I saw a group coming down from heaven with three white flags. They set one on top of the Ka'ba and another one on my house's top and the third one on Jerusalem. And the stars got closer to me until I thought they will fall on me. Earth was filled with light and the doors of heaven opened. Then a lot of birds with beaks from emerald and wings from ruby landed on my house. And I saw the brocade spread out from heaven to earth.
Sd. Amenah [AAH] said: I saw men in the air carrying in their hands  silver pots with chains of gold. I was thirsty, so I drank from one of them. As I was thinking feeling my chest tightened from loneliness, a group of women entered to me. I never saw any women better than them. They had Aseya, the woman of Pharaoh, with them and she was the midwife.
 Sd. Amenah [AAH] said: The labor got harder, so I saw a bird with great creation and good looking. He wiped my stomach with his wing, so I gave birth to my son Muhammad. He came out straight with his honorable legs first, not upside down, as a signal that he [PPBUH] would always be standing straight for the truth. Then he spoke in clear words and said: Allahu-Akbar [Allah is Great], Allahu-Akbar, Alhamdu-lellahi-Rab-al-Alamin [Thanks to Allah the Lord of the worlds].
 His great esteemed grandfather, Abdel-Muttalib ibn Abd-Manaf, tells us about that night and says: I was circulating the Ka'ba that night. Then the Ka'ba bended down and prostrated towards the Maqam, and the idols fell down and it said: Allahu-Akbar, Allahu-Akbar, Muhammad the glorified was is born. The clouds of mercy poured on it. So I came to Amenah's house, and I saw a cloud shadowing her room. I was rubbing my eyes and asking myself: Am I asleep or awake? So I called Amenah to open the door and she did. So I found Mask smell coming out of her room. I asked her: what is going on? And she said: Muhammad [PPBUH] was born. I said: Let me see him. She said: He is in the house. When I wanted to enter to him, a man came with a sword and said wait until the angels finish their visit.
 When it was time for the happiness and the blessing of his nurse [PPBUH], Sd. Halima, she said: when I came out of Mecca and rode my donkey, and I carried him over it with me, by Allah, I walked with it a distance none of their donkeys could have walked it. The women accompanying me even said: Hay, O, daughter of Abo-Zu'aib, slow down, be easy on us. Is not this the donkey you came on? I said: Yes it is, I swear to Allah. They said: by Allah, it has some matter.
Sd. Halima [AAH] said: Then we came to our houses of Bany Saad. I do not know of any land more infertile than our land. But when we came with him [PPBUH], my sheep used to go full of milk, and we milk it and drink while no one else drink a drop of milk or find it in an udder. Until our people would say to their shepherds "Why do not you go graze for your sheep were the shepherd of bent Abo-Zu'aib". As, their sheep would come back hungry and unable to give not even a drop of milk, while my sheep would come back full with milk. So we kept learning the excess of goodness from Allah until he spent his two years with us and got separated from us.
 His blessings came to Mecca when he [PPBUH] came back to it, after nursing in Bany Saad. Sd. Raqiqa bent Sayfy ibn Hashim ibn Abd-Manaf tells us about that and says: some years came on Quraish that took away their money and drag down the selves. Then I heard a caller in my sleep saying "O, people of Quraish, this Prophet who was sent out of you is about to come. He will bring you life and fertility. So look for a man who is related to the middle of you all, tall, great, white, his eyebrows are joined, his edge of the eyelids have long lashes, his hair is curly, his chicks are plain, and his nose is fine. He should bring all his sons with him and a man from each tribe subdivision. They should wash up and ware scents and hang on to the corner of the Ka'ba then go to the top of mountain Abo-Qabis. Then this man comes forward and asks for water with belief and you would be watered". She woke up and told her dream to them, and they looked around and found that the description fits Abdel-Muttalib, the grandfather of the generous prophet [PPBUH]. so they gathered with a man from each tribe subdivision and did all I told them to do, then they came up the mountain of Abo-Qabis with the Prophet [PPBUH] while he was still a boy. Abdel-Muttalib came forward and said "O, Allah, these are your servants and the children of your servants and we have been in what You know, and the years passed and took with it the hoofs, the pads, and drag down the selves. So take away the barrenness from us, and gets us the life and fertility". They did not left yet when the valleys were streamed. So they were watered with the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. Raqiqa bent Sayfy ibn Hashim ibn Abd-Manaf said:
[With Shabat-al-Hamd, Allah watered our town
                              when we lost the life and our rain dried]
[He gave us the water so much it made ways in the mountains
                            And gathered until the trees and cattle lived on it]
[this was a gift from Allah for the sake of the blessed one
                            the best one that Mudar was brought good tiding for]
[He is blessed with all his matter, and he is the on to pray for water
                           He has no equal in all people, and no one represents risk for him]
 Shabat-al-Hamd was a nickname of Abdel-Muttalib which meant the man whose hair became gray while he is praised.
 Ibn Asaker also narrated about his blessings that: Quraish said to Abo-Talib, the uncle of the Messenegr of Allah [PPBUH], while they had very dry time, they said: the valley has been dry for long and the children became so barren. Then Abo-Talib came out with a boy -he meant the Prophet [PPBUH]- looking like a sun that came out of darkness from behind a cloud, with some other boys around him. Abo-Talib grabbed the boy [PPBUH] and fixed his back to the Ka'ba and the boy raised his hands to the sky, while there was no cloud in the sky. The came the clouds from here and there, the it poured water and kept pouring until the valley and the hills were filled and fertile. Abo-Talib said about that:
[a white one, who they ask for clouds with his face
                 the one who is there for the orphans and a protection for the widows]
 Of his blessings too, is that his cousins, the sons of Abo-Talib, did not get full of any food unless the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] eats with them. So Abo-Talib used to say, when he wants to feed them lunch or supper: as your are until my son comes. Then the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] comes and eats with them, so they all get full and there would be left some food. And if it was milk, then he drinks first then they take the pot and they drink all of them to the last one from just one pot.
 From his blessings also is that he [PPBUH] gave the great companion, Qatada ibn an-Noman a crescent and prayed with him the Esaa prayer in a dark rainy night, and he said to him (Go. This will lighten in front of you ten and behind you ten. Then if you enter your home you will find some darkness, so hit it until it gets out as it is Satan). So he went out and it lit the way for him until he entered his home and found the darkness and beat it until it went out.
 From his blessings also is that the honorable companion, Hanash ibn Oqail, said: the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] made me drink a dose of Suwaiq -it is made of wheat and barley- he drank its first and I drank its last. I still full from it when I get hungry and feel quenched from it when I get thirsty and cold when I suffer thirst.
 Also the great companion Utba ibn Farqad had a scent  that was higher than the scent of his women, because the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] wiped his belly and hand with his hand.
 The Messenegr of Allah [PPBUH] wiped the head of the honorable companion Qays ibn Zayd al-Guzamy and prayed for him. So he died a hundred years old with his hair all grey except the place of the hand of the Prophet [PPBUH] on his head. They used to call him: Agharr [the with the blaze].
 He [PPBUH] wiped the face of the great companion Qatada ibn Melgan, so his face had shining until one would look at his face as if he is looking at a mirror.
 He [PPBUH] put his hand on the head of the great companion Hanzala ibn Khudaym and he blessed him. So they used to bring to Hanzala a man with swollen face or a sheep with swollen udder and they put it to the place of the hand of the Prophet [PPBUH] then the swelling would be cured with the blessing of the place of the hand of the Prophet [PPBUH].
 The Prophet [PPBUH] sprayed a spray of water on the face of Zaynab bent Om-Salama, so no woman had as much beauty in her face as she did.
 Tawous [AAH] said that no one with madness was ever brought to the Prophet [PPBUH] and he pushed him on the chest, unless his madness went away.
 On the day of Hunain, when the fighting was very hard between him and the disbelievers and he [PPBUH] took a grip of sand and threw it to the faces of the disbelievers and said (may the faces be deformed). None of them was left without having some of that sand in his eyes. Allah then defeated them and they went back rubbing their eyes.
 Abo-Hurairah [AAH] said that he used to forget a lot. Then the Prophet [PPBUH] ordered him to spread his cloth, and he gave him a grip from his hand and told him to wrap his cloth back to himself. He did and he never forgot anything afterwards.
Khalid ibn al-Walid had few hairs of the hair of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], he put it in his hood and he never went with it to a fight unless he won. Also the jubbah of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] used to be washed, after his passing away, for the sick to be cured with its wash. Also some of the water left from his ablution [PPBUH] was spilled in the well of Qubaa, then its water never got dried. He [PPBUH] also spit in a well that was in the house of the great companion Anas ibn Malik [AAH], then there was no well in Medina with sweeter water. He [PPBUH] pass by some water and asked about it. They told him that it is called Bysan and its water was salty. He said (No it is Noman and its water is good). And its water became good ever  since.  
 He [PPBUH] was brought a bucket of Zamzam water and he spit out in it, so it became better than the musk. He [PPBUH] also gave his tongue to Sd. al-Hasan and Sd. al-Husain to suck it, when they were crying of thirst, so they were quenched and they stopped. 
 So the blessings of the Great Messenger are like a sea with no shore. May Allah benefit us from it and from those who had it, for us all and the all the loving ones and the beloveds. Amen. We intercede to Allah with him and his family and all followers. Imam Fakhreddin said:
[and every light we have is just a ray of his light
                                          and it is a blow of his mouth, what is in us]
 and the prayers of Allah and his peace are upon Sayyduna Mawlana Muhammad, his family, and companions.

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From a Description of Sd.  Ali ibn Abo-Talib  [AHHF]
 Some of the virtues of Ahl-al-Bait are that their exterior matches their interior and their sayings matches their doings. The companions lived with them for quite sometime, so let us listen to one of them describing Sd. Ali ibn Abo-Talib [AHHF].
 Sd. Derar ibn Damrah [AAH] was asked to describe Sd. Ali [AHHF], so he said: by Allah he was long-ranged and greatly-powered. His saying is final and his judgment is just. Knowledge explodes from his sides and speaks of his tongue. He is estranged from the worldly life and its flowers, and he is intimate with the night and its loneliness. His tears were abundant and his thoughts were long. He liked of the cloth what was short, and of the food what was hard. Among us, he was like one of us. He would answer us if we asked him, and come to us if we called him. By Allah, while in spite of his closeness to us, we almost did not speak to him out of fear of reverence. He honored the people of religion and got the poor and needy closer to him. The forcible one does not wish for his falseness, and the weak one does not despair of his justice. I testify that I saw him in some of his situations, when the night dropped its veils and its stars sank in, holding his beard fidgeting like someone stung and crying the cry of a sad one and saying "O, worldly life, deceive someone else. Are exposing for me or you did miss me? How far! How far! I have divorced you three times with not turning back. As your age is short, your risk is high, and your living is low. Oh! How little is the provision, long is the travel, and lonely is the way!"
 That is how he was described by those who lived  with his, heard his words, and saw his deeds [AAH]. Sd. Ali [AHHF] advised Sd. Mawlana al-Hasan [AAH]. Sd. al-Hasan [AAH] said: When my father was about to pass away, he started advising and said: this is the advice of Ali ibn Abo-Talib the brother of Muhammad [PPBUH] and his cousin and companion: the start of my advice is that I testify that no god but Allah and Muhammad is His messenger and His choice. He chose him with his knowledge and accepted him for his manners. Allah will resurrect those of the graves and He will ask people of their deeds while He knows what is in the chests. Then I advise you, o, Hasan, and enough for you advisor; what the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] advised me with. If that happened stay in your home and weep your sin. And do not make the worldly life the most of your worries. I advise you my son with the prayers in its time and the almsgiving to its people at its place, and the silence at the imitation, and the saving and the justice in the pleased and angry states. The good neighboring, being generous to the guest, being merciful to the tired and the afflicted ones, being kind to the kinship, loving the poor and needy and sitting with them, being humble as it is of the best worship, remembering death, and asceticism of the worldly life as you are subject to death, exposed to affliction or laying down with illness. 
 I advise you with the fear of Allah in secret and in public.  And I forbid you from deviating of Shari'a with saying. I something of the hereafter was presented to you, start with is, and if something of the worldly life was presented to you, go slow until you get your reason with it. Be ware of the places of accusation, and the sitting that is thought to be bad, as bad company change the sitter. Be, o, son, a doer, and forbid the stink, order the goodness, and forbid the abomination. Be brother to the brothers in Allah, love the righteous for his righteousness, humor the dissolute of your religion but detest with your heart, and contradict him with your deeds in order not to be like him. Do not sit on the roads, and leave the humoring of the ones without understanding. Tighten with your living and save with your worship and take the of it what you can always do. Keep silent to be saved. Advance for yourself you may win the goodness. Do Dhikr of Allah in all states. Be merciful to your young family members and honor their old ones. Do not eat any food until you give away alms from it.
You should stick to fasting, as it is purity of  the body, and protection for whoever does it. Strive yourself, be careful with your sitter, and avoid your enemy. Stick to the Dhikr sittings. Do more supplication. I did not save any advice from you, o, son. This is a separation between me and you. I urge you to be good to your brother Mohamed, as he is the son of your father and you know that I love him. As for your brother al-Husain, he is the son of your mother and father. Allah in the successor for you, and I ask Him to make you righteous, and to keep you from the tyrants and the oppressors. Patience, patience, until Allah imposes this matter, and not force and no power except by Allah, the Most-High and Almighty. 
 Then he said: O, Hasan see the one who hit me, feed him of my food, and give him of my drink. If I lived then I will take my right, and if I died then hit just one hit and do not mutilate him, as I heard the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] saying (Beware of the mutilation even for a biting dog). O, Hasan, do not over cost my coffin as I heard the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] say (do not over cost the coffins). And walk moderately in between, if it was good you take me fast to it, and if it is bad you would throw me off your shoulders. O, Bany Abdel-Muttalib I do not want to see you shedding the Muslims' blood after me saying: You killed the prince of believers. No one should be killed by me except my killer. Then he did not say anything other that "LA-illaha-illa-Allah" until he was taken [AAH].

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The Rights in Allah
Humanity lives today over a flaming volcano because of the greed in the wealth of others, the non- admission of the others, the avidity, the selfishness, the lying, and the betrayal. And why is all that? To control, overwhelm, humiliate others, and try to wipe them off.
Humanity never knew, over its whole history ever since the landing of Sd. Adam [PBUH] until our current day, a religion like Islam, which raised it, honored it, and raised its esteem. It also prevented the despotism and subdual of the powerful man over his weak brother. When the Beloved Final Chosen One [PPBUH] came, humanity was suffering rupture, social disintegration, moral decomposition, chaos, and corruption. Allal the All-Merciful willed to send his final Prophet [PPBUH] to free the mind from the humility of the subjectivity and free the human from the oppression of his human brother. So his birth [PPBUH] was a sign for the raising of the sun of freedom, truth, and justice for all universes. Allah, Almighty, granted humanity His grace at that time saying [But Allah would not punish them while you was with them, nor will He punish them while they seek forgiveness] al-Anfal 8:33.
The human rights was never known and really implemented except on the land of Islam. In the other non-Muslim states, it was merely theories that never went beyond the papers. The greatest rights granted to humans were those included in the principles of the true Islam and its tolerant regulations. Those rights were characterized with perfection and with the whole merits of its creator; Allah, the Lord of all worlds, who knows the secrets of the universe. So it was a human international message for all times and all places. The demonstration for that is the saying of a great companion; Gafar ibn Abo-Talib when he told an-Nagashi about the situation of the Arabs, rather the humanity, before and after Islam:
We were people of ignorance, worshiping idols, eating dead meat, doing fornication, cutting relations with our kinship, wronging our neighbors, and our powerful eating the weak. We used to be that way until Allah sent us a Messenger of us whom we knew his relations, honesty, truthfulness, and abstinence. He called us for Allah to worship him alone, and leave off what we used to worship, like our fathers, of stones and idols. He commanded us with to be true with our speech, return the deposits, and be kind to our kinship and neighbors. He prevented us from what is wrong and from bloods, and forbad us from fornication, telling lies, eating the money of the orphans, and accusing the chaste wives. So we believed and followed him, then our people intruded upon us and tortured us trying to turn us back to worshiping idols and accepting the fouls. When they wronged us, overwhelmed us, cornered us, and stood between us and our religion, we went out to your country and sought your protection and not to be wronged at your place.
What eloquent words it was! It cleared what Islam came with of maintaining and safekeeping of the rights. As rights are not a gift or grant from a ruler, but it is revealed from heaven with godly legislation recorded in Qur'an and embodied in the Prophet [PPBUH] and his words, deeds, and all what is about him. As he was a walking Qur'an. He is a continuous everlasting legislation for all the reasonable humans at any time and any place. The Truth was one of the Honorable Names of Allah, to make is high leveled. As one of His High Merits is realizing the truthon the face of earth. When we talk about Islam including the Sunna explaining Qur'an, setting regulations that were not directly stated in Qur'an, so it is complementary to it, and also the judgment of the companions, followers, and followers of the followers [AAT]. Where they were all following the guidance of Qur'an and Sunna, and stopping all what does not belong to Islam of subjective changes and opinions. 
Abo-Imama al-Harithi narrated that the Prophet [PPBUH] said (whoever took the right of a Muslim one with his right hand, then Allah would make him, with it, legible for hell and forbidden from paradise). A man said to him: even if it was a small thing, o, Messenger of Allah? he said (even if it was a stick of Arak) [a piece of a small tree branch, used for brushing the teeth]. Imam Ahmed, Muslim, Imam Malik, an-Nasa'i.
Imam Ali Zain al-Abedin [AAH] said "as for the rights of the people of your religion in general: the safety intentions, the spreading of the mercy wing, being kind to the bad doer and trying to reform them, and being thankful to their good doer to himself and to you, as his being good to himself is also being good to you because he has stopped wronging you and spared you his efforts and his hurt. So prevail them all in your cordiality. Support them all. Give them all their right place: their old one as fathers, their young ones as sons, and their middle aged as brothers. Whoever comes to you you give him your kindness and mercy. And be kind to your brother with what a brother should do his brother".
Islam has preceded all international legislative systems, by hundreds of years, with Godly Everlasting Legislation covering the worldly life and the hereafter and including the human rights that is duly applicable. Islam calls for the world unity for all humans built on the human brotherhood that refuses the enslavement of the countries and people to each other on racial or doctrine basis. When the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] passed over, he did not leave even a bird flying in sky without giving the nation some knowledge about it. He taught them everything and the ways of good and evil, its big or small details, more than any other prophet before him. As a whole he got them all the goodness of the worldly life and the hereafter. Allah did not leave them in need for anyone else. So how can anyone think that this complete Shari'a that there is no other one more complete, would still need another policy outside of it to complete it.
The Hadith of Fiqh texts are several many which indicate clearly how wide the rights in Islam for all creatures of Allah. Allah honored human best and preferred him over all His creatures [Verily we have honored the sons of Adam. We carried them on the land and the sea, and have made provision of good things for them, and have preferred them above many of those whom We created with a marked preferment] Esraa 17:70. As man is the corner stone in building and modernization or development. The rights in Islam are not a grant from a ruler, legislation from an international organization, or a decree from a local authority. Rather, it is a Godly revelation granted by Allah, the Lord of all worlds.
With the testimony of the international society which did not do anything but repeating some of the rights set by Islam hundreds of years earlier. One of the international law experts said "the utilization of the whole world from the Islamic Shari'a is in two main fields, where the international law did not reach the hoped level until now, while the Islamic Shari'a have been and still is advanced in these fields. The first field is: considering the individual as international legal person. And the second field is: vaccination of the moral and ideal principles to the legislation of the international law. In both fields the Islamic Shari'a has advanced rules that we need to utilize whenever we want to reconsider our laws and improve its rules to be more just and more efficient. In addition to that, there are the many contributions of the Islamic Shari'a in making the human rights deeper, more definite, and more capable of reaching into the modern international law". That is why the English philosopher Bernard Show said "if Muhammad ibn Abdullah were alive and having his book with him, he would have led the human society's ship the safe and salvation shore". The examples of this kind are countless many.
So that the light of the truth be visible to the eyes, we need to see the rights set by Islam for his believers and citizens all alike. Freedom, justice, equality, democracy, safety, brotherhood, and supporting were concepts that apply for young and old, man and woman, master and servant, ruler, public, privates, and Muslims and non Muslims. We hereby mention some of the documents that indicates the guidance of the rights and duties in Islam, just as an example and a lesson, not for counting. From these are:
The constitution of Medina after the Hijra of the Prophet [PPBUH] was written between him and the people of Medina. It was like a covenant or a document that was called the constitution of Medina. The Prophet [PPBUH] wrote it for the people of Medina, the Muhajirin, and the Jews at the start of the Islamic state. It stated clearly the safety with all its shapes and distributed the duties and rights onto the people of Medina with equality, justice, and freedom. It gave rights to Muslims and non-Muslims. It is considered the first complete document of rights ever in history. It had 47 items, with the last item stating "This document does not protect a wrongdoer or sinner. Whoever goes out is safe, and whoever stays in Medina is safe, except whoever does wrong or sin. Allah is a keeper for whoever for whoever does good and becomes pious. Mohammad the Messenger of Allah…" it was written in Medina in the first year of Hijra.
Also some of the most important examples are the ceremonies of farewell. The Prophet [PPBUH] had many ceremonies during the Hajj of farewell. Some of these ceremonies were in Arafa, Mena, Muzdalifa, and the rest of sacred places. It contained great Islamic guidance and complete Islamic rights for all humans without discrimination. It is considered an accurate concentration of what Islam came with.
Some of that too is treaty of the Messenger [PPBUH] with people of Nagran, the Christian Yemenis, which gave them and emphasized their religious freedom, equality, justice, and the protection of their religious rituals, churches, and money. In it the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (Nagran and its collaterals have the protection of Allah and the covenant of Muhammad, the Prophet, the Messenger of Allah for their money, themselves, their religion, their absent, their present, their clan, their churches, and what they have in their hands, whether much or little. And no bishop is to be changed from his ministry, any monk from his congregation, nor any priest from his divination) … 
From the recommendations of Imam Ali [AHHF] what also emphasizes the wide rights given to the people by Allah, and assures that the rights and duties are two faces of the same coin, they can not be separated. In a part of a big sermon for Imam Ali [AHHF] he said "Allah, Almighty, made a right for me from you and for you of rights from me likewise. Allah made, of His rights, some rights due to some people from others. He made it equivalent in its phases and imposes one another, and some of it are not due except by some others. The greatest of the rights imposed by Allah are: the rights of the ruler from the subjects and the rights of the subjects from the ruler. That is a duty imposed by Allah, Almighty, for each other from each other. He made it as an order for their cordiality and a power for their religion. The subjects will not be good except with the goodness of their rulers. The rulers will not be good except with the righteousness of the subjects. If the subjects gave the ruler his rights, and the ruler gave the subjects their rights, the truth will prevail between them and the methods of the religion will be setup. Then the time will be good and the state will stay and the desires of the enemies will be despaired. But if the subjects overcome their ruler, or the ruler wronged the subjects, then there will be no unity, the oppression signs will appear, and there will be much mixing in the religion with what corrupts it…"
The document of Sd. Omar [AAH] which is the safety document with which he received the honorable Jerusalem from the hands of their rulers. In this document there was a lot of humanities in the time of peace and of war, and for the non-Muslims in the countries of Islam. It is wonderful and complete. With it, he gave them safety for their selves, moneys, churches, crosses, ill ones, innocent ones, and whole religion. 
Another document of al-Farouq Omar [AAH] was in his letter to Abdullah ibn Qais known as Abo-Musa al-Ash'ary, when he wanted to give him the judge position. In this letter you would see the different rights of the subjects and the necessity of preserving it intact. He said "in the name of Allah the Most-Gracious the Most Merciful. Form the servant of Allah Omar, the prince of believers, to Abdullah ibn Qais. As-Salam Alika. Then, judgment is an exact duty, and a followed Sunna. So understand when it is referred to you. It is no good if you talk about right that you do not execute. Treat people equally in your sitting and in your face, so that no honorable one would seek your oppression, and no weak one would be despaired of your justice. The evidence is required from those who clam and swearing is required from those who deny. Reconciliation is possible between people except when it make lawful something that is not, or make unlawful something that is not. Do not let some judgment that you judged yesterday prevent you from residing to the truth, if you re-examined it with your self and were guided back to your right mind. As truth is never annulled by anything. Know that returning back to the truth is better than going further with the false…". 
The speech of Sd. Abo-Bakr [AAH] the caliph of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] is another example. After he was chosen and they pledged allegiance to him according to the right Islamic way, which insures the dignity and freedom of the humans and their public and private rights, i.e. their rights through Allah, he said: 
"O, people, I have been made ruler over you, while I am not the best of you. So if I do good, you help me, and if I do bad you straighten me up. Telling the truth is honesty and lying is betrayal. The weak one of you is a strong one for me until I get him back his rights, and the strong one is weak for me until I take the rights from him, ISA [if Allah is willing]… obey me as long as I obey Allah and his Messenger. If I disobeyed Allah and his Messenger, then I do not get your obedience…"
How great these men were, and how great their sayings are. That is only a drop from a sea, and our speech will never end if we started studying Qur'an, Sunna, and the traces of those companions and great scholars, the caliphs and inheritors of the Prophet [PPBUH]. They are the founders of the truth state in the different times and places, the establishers of the virtuous society of the love and brotherhood. On the contrary, the more we speak about them, the more we feel insufficient and unable to grasp this inimitability which is the essence of the people of Allah's path. This makes it a little clearer, to see the difference between these Islamic documents and the so called international treaties for human rights, and to see the greatness and highness of Islam in preceding, by hundreds of years, with the legislation and calling for the rights of Allah, which can not be denied except by a malicious or ignorant one.
So we are truly in a time where reasonable and the quoted are mixed, which made the people with minds confused. There are stinginess obeyed, subjectivity followed, and pride of everyone with his opinion. Imam Fakhreddin said:
[what is so strange in our time, is      that who is ignorant is giving advice]

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The Pot is still my head
 I came out from his place in an unusual state, walking in the street holding my head as if I was holding a pot filled with water and I am afraid for the water to be spilled. Can you imagine what happened to my head after that talk I heard. Every time I think about it, my head gets hotter and the water in the pot gets boiling, and whenever it gets boiling, I could not see in front of me. And, over all, at the end he says: like it or not! You are free… free to do what? You are telling me that this is the only right way, and no way else, then you tell that I am free! How is that? Some one tells me how. Oh, the water is really boiling, and I am afraid it will be reduced. What do I do? Where do I go? I kept talking to myself, one time with low voice and another time with high voice.
 Suddenly I found a hand pulling me and voice saying: Stop what you are addicted to, you were about to fall in the opened street gutter. I took my guard and found that there was an opened gutter in front of me, so I avoided it quickly. I was not afraid for myself or anything, but I was afraid for the pot to be spilled. I felt tired and I did not know why… Was it because of too much walking? Or because of too much thinking? Anyway, I found a big stone and I sat on it. I said to myself: Hay, calm down, and think straight about what he said… is it Shari'a or Truth? If it was Shari'a, how do I do it? Is it Shari'a or Truth? How do I put it? They told us that Shari'a is acts to be done, like: prayers, fasting, alms giving, Hajj… these are the acts that Muslims do and agreed to, but the things he said are not agreed upon, not by most Muslims anyways… so he must be talking about the Truth… how could it be Truth? We have not finished talking about Shari'a as he said… is it Shari'a or Truth? Is it Truth or Shari'a? some one help me… that the pot is not just boiling, it has boil over and gushed out and the water started to reduce. 
 I was afraid for my mind, to be cooked and melt down, so I hurried home. I asked them to prepare a big flask of cold roselle and I started drinking as if I was drinking wine to forget. Anyway, the morning came so I hurried up, wore my cloth and went to him carrying the pot. And without Salam or any greetings, I started into the subject saying: the words you said, was it Shari'a or Truth? He said: the words I said was Truth and… I interrupted him: O, yes, sheikh, you relieved my heart, may Allah relieve you. He said: why are you interrupting me… I have not completed my words yet. I wanted to tell you that the words I said before were Shari'a and Truth. I said in a loud voice: Woe! O, white news… what are you saying? The pot is burned down and the water has evaporated. He said: what pot? I said: explain the words you said now to me.
 He said: it is Truth  because what we say is true, and Shari'a because we are still talking about Shari'a… calm down and listen… is not Islam built on five. Now we are talking about the first base, or more precisely in the second half of it. I said: what base? And what rocket? Explain to me those words, or I am going to do like women: scream and gather people around you… he laughed and said: be patient, o, son… be patient. Is not the first base of Islam, the saying of "La-ilaha-illa-Allah Muhammadun-rasoul-Allah", is not this the word of Tawhied [unification]. We are talking about the second half of it the apparent half or the half of belief, which is… (Muhammadun-rasoul-Allah) [PPBUH]. Allah, Almighty, loves sayyduna Muhammad [PPBUH] an unlimited love… an absolute love… above all description. What is the proof of this?
 I will tell you… when Allah ordered Sd. Adam [PBUH] to land onto earth, Sd. Adam [PBUH] kept crying and entreating to Allah, Almighty. Who was he interceding with? He was saying: O, Lord, I intercede to You with Muhammad to forgive me. He kept repeating this prayer. Then the Lord, Almighty, revealed to him: O, Adam, how did you know Muhammad? He said: O, Lord, when You created me and I raised my head, I saw written on the throne "La-ilaha-illa-Allah Muhammadun-rasoul-Allah", and I do not think that you would add a name to Your name unless he was Your beloved. Allah revealed to him: And if it was not for him I would not have created you. Then He forgave him… these words I said are from a Hadith which exactly exists in the Sahih of… and he stopped for a while to remember. I said: in al-Bukhary… in Muslim. He looked at me and said: O, son, are all honorable prophetic Hadith only in al-Bukhary or Muslim?! Hay, there are other books collecting the Hadith of sayyduna the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]… yes, as I remember you would find it at-Turmuzy. I also heard another narration of this Hadith that: Sd. Adam found the word of Tawhied "La-ilaha-illa-Allah Muhammadun-rasoul-Allah" written in paradise. The important thing is that all narrations agreed to the same content, which is the preference of sayyduna Muhammad the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] to all creatures including Sd. Adam [PBUH].
 I interrupted him saying: wait… wait, I do remember the Hadith that you said a little while ago… yes… sayyduna the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (I am the master of Adam's sons, and no pride in that)… did you pay attention? He said "the sons of Adam" not "Adam". Yes, the pot is tiring me, but I am still focused with you… he answered: exactly… think about this Hadith… ok? He repeated the word in a loud voice… ok? Iraised my head from the paper that I was writing this note in, and I said: ok… ok. He said: ok… let us go back to our subject… wait… wait. The answer to your question is in Qur'an, i.e. it is Shar'ia and we do not need to wait until we talk about the Truth. Listen sir, our Lord, Almighty, took the covenant of all the prophets and the messengers that if the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] came in the time of any prophet or messenger of them, then this prophet or messenger has to follow him… where can you find those words?
 When we go the verse 81 of Sura Aal-Emran, it says [When Allah took the covenant of the prophets. Behold that which I gave you a book and wisdom. And then there comes to you a messenger, confirming what is with you. You shall believe in him and you shall support him. He said: Do you agree, and will you take up My burden in this? They said: We do agree. He said: Then bear you witness. I will be a witness with you] of course these words are not just for the prophets and messengers, but each prophet or messenger sent to a nation, he should convey that to them. So he would say to his nation: Be ware, if there comes unto you a messenger after me with virtues: so and so, you must believe in him immediately without thinking or hesitation. Sd. Ali [AHHF] said "Allah did not sent a prophet, since Adam and who followed him, unless he took from him a covenant unto Muhammad, and ordered him to take the covenant of his people to believe in him and if he was sent while they are alive they would support him". Do you follow me… did you get this. I said: May Allah give you more light… this is the talk and…
 I paused for a while because  I felt some thing different… what happened? I found out that I have put down the pot and was relieved of carrying it. That is why the talk had another form and became easy. I said: continue you speech and fill me up. He said, laughing: are you hungry? I said: for this speech… yes. Do you believe me. O, sheikh, this is the first time I can feel that the speech has a taste… continue… continue, let me be satiated. He answered: the following words will need concentration… that is why I will try to simplify the following points as much as I can. I said, with the confidence of an understanding one: continue and do not worry… now I am opening my chest… continue, o, sheikh.
He said: Our Lord, Almighty, when he said to them [Do you agree] with that and accept it and took my covenant on the words I said. [They said: We do agree] i.e. we accept, case was closed after that… it is over?! No, Allah said to them [Then bear you witness. I will be a witness with you]. These last words are very serious… why? Because it has hard confirmation and warning. What is the evidence of that? The evidence is in the following verse, what is its number? I said: the first one was 81, what would the next one… 105? Of course 82. he said: the verse says [Then whosoever after this shall turn away: they will be miscreants]… are these words for the prophets and messengers? Of course not. These words are for the nations they were sent to. Then who turns away after been told of this covenant… 
 At this point he looked at me and saw the signs of not understanding on my face. He said: ok… I will try to simplify those words more… look sir… you know that the prophets and messengers are infallible by Allah, Almighty… i.e. Allah is protecting them from slips… ok? So the words of this verse were directed to whom? For each nation that had one of these prophets or messengers… the prophets and messengers did what they have to do; they called people to the unifying God… then each one told his nation to follow the Final Messenger [PPBUH], if he is to be sent during their time… it ok so far? These nations had some people who abided by the words of their prophets and messengers, those were the believers, and some people turned back, those were the one who turned away after they heard the words from their prophets and messengers and showed approval… those are the miscreants who got out of the belief… where did they went? Of course they became disbelievers. 
 I said to myself "maybe I should ask him": They disbelieved in Allah? He said: No… the disbelief is not in Allah… in these cases the disbelief is in the words of a prophet or a messenger, before, during, or after. Disbelief is from the Arabic word Kafar… which means in the language: cover… from people… this is called disbelief. The other thing is the polytheism which is said about those who make something share with Allah, then it would be said that they became polytheists. 
 He looked at me and found me in another world… of stupidity and lack of understanding. He said: do you want me to make it more simple? I quickly said: do not make it any simpler. Please help me. He said: help you get up? I said: help me carry. He said: carry what? I said: the pot.
